DOCUMENT 1
Mehr Macht den Lindern!

Der Bund hat zu viele Kompetenzen an sich gerissen. Der Fideralisnus muss deshalb
grundlegend erneuert werden

Auf den Foderalismus, den das Grundgesetz mit unabéinderlichem Verfassungsrang ausgestattet
hat, kénnen wir nach wie vor stolz sein. Damals, als iiber die Verfassung beraten wurde, hielten
viele die Binfithrung bundesstaatlicher Strukturen fitr ein Diktat der Besatzungsmichte. Sie
fiirchteten eine dauerhafte Schwichung der Bundesrepublik und iibersahen dabei, dass
Deutschland wihrend des graften Teils seiner Geschichte - ganz anders als die meisten seiner
Nachbarlinder - kein Einheitsstaat gewesen war, sondern entweder ein Bundesstaat oder nur,
mit noch loseren Bindungen, ein Staatenbund.

Doch was frither als Vielstaaterei beklagt wurde, hat sich im Laufe der Geschichte als ein
Gliicksfall erwiesen: Der Foderalismus verteilt die Macht und schiitzt so vor zentralistischem
Ubermut. So tragen auch jene politischen Krifte, die im Bund zwar in der Opposition, in einigen
Bundeslindern aber in der Regierung sind, Mitverantwortung fiir das Ganze. Totalopposition
und Obstruktion sind in diesem System mithin ausgeschlossen. (...)

Gleichwohl wird das foderalistische System seit Jahren kritisiert - und man kann nicht
behaupten, dass es dafiir keine guten Griinde gebe. Vom eigentlichen Leitbild des Foderalismus
haben wir uns inzwischen ziemlich weit entfernt: Grundsitzlich sollten die Lénder ihre
Angelegenheiten weitgchend in eigener Verantwortung und nach Mafigabe der in ihren
Parlamenten gebildeten Mehrheitsauffassungen gestalten. Das war einmal, denn der Bund hat
im Laufe der Jahre immer mehr Aufgaben an sich gerissen - und zwar im Rahmen der
konkurrierenden Gesetzgebung. Kurz: Wo, wie es das Grundgesetz formuliert, die "Herstellung
gleichwertiger Lebensverhdlinisse" im "gesamtstaatlichen Interesse” eine bundesgesetzliche
Regelung  erforderlich  macht, darf der Bund von seiner  (konkurrierenden)
Gesetzgebungszustindigkeit Gebrauch machen. Was er auch reichlich getan hat.

Darviiber hinaus haben zahlreiche Verfassungsinderungen weitere Sachgebiete dieser
Gesetzgebungszustindigkeit des Bundes tiberantwortet, Allerdings konnte dies nicht ohne den
Willen der Bundeslinder geschehen, denn ohne deren mit Zweidrittelmehrheit erteilte
Zustimmung im Bundesrat darf die Verfassung nicht gedndert werden. Warum also haben sie
diese zentralisierende Entwicklung unterstiitzt? Ein einfacher Grund: Zugestimmt haben die
Landesregicrungen (sie und nicht die Landesparlamente bilden den Bundesrat), weil andererseits
ein immer grofierer Teil der Bundesgeselze nur mir ihrer Billigung, also mit Billigung des
Bundesrates, erlassen werden kann, Das Geschift hat sich fiir die Landerregierungen gelohnt:



Was ihnen an eigener Gestaltungsmdglichkeit verloren ging, haben sie an Mitwirkungsrechten
im Bund gewonnen. (...)

Der hirteste Vorwurf gegen den deutschen Féderalismus lautet, er beruhe auf einem "Konsens-
Fetischismus”, Das Argument: Weil der Bundesrat, der politisch meist mit einer anderen
Mehrheit besetzt sei als der Bundestag, bei wichtigen Entscheidungen zustimmen miisse,
bestehe entweder der Zwang zum Konsens, also zu einer informellen Grofien Koalition. Oder
aber die Moglichkeit fiir dic im Bund in die Opposition verwiesenen Parteien, iber den
Bundesrat wichtige Entscheidungen zu blockieren. Der Konsens hat aber durchaus eine positive
Seite: So war er eine wesentliche Voraussetzung des erfolgreichen Aufbaus eines neuen
Gemeinwesens nach der Katastrophe des Nationalsozialismus und des Zweiten Weltkriegs. Das
zeigen zahlreiche Beispiele wie etwa die Einigung iiber den Lastenausgleich in den
Anfangsjahren der Republik, die Reform des Systems der sozialen Sicherung, die
Entscheidungen iiber den Aufbau und die Gestaltung der Bundeswehr und die
Wiedergewinnung der deutschen Einheit. Hitten der Bund, die Linder und die politischen
Parteien in diesen und vielen anderen Fragen keinen Konsens erzielt, wire die deutsche
Entwicklung nach 1945 weniger glicklich verlaufen. Kurz: Ohne Féderalismus und in einem
einheitsstaatlichen System wiire uns weniger Erfolg bescheri gewesen.

Deshalb ist es falsch, jetzt von einer notwendigen "Runderneuerung" des deutschen
Foderalismus zu sprechen. Runderneuert wird der alte Reifen, der seine normale Laufzeit fast
schon tiberschritten hat und noch ein letztes Mal iiberarbeitet wird, bevor man ihn endgiiltig auf
den Miillhaufen wirft.

DOCUMENT 3

Linderfinanzausgleich: Unseliges Geben

Die Situation ist recht einseitig: drei gegen dreizehn, Nur Bayern, Baden-Wirttemberg und
Hessen zahlen noch nennenswerte Summen in den Linderfinanzausgleich, 2009 zusammen 6,8
Milliarden Euro, davon die Hilfte Geld der bayerischen Steuerzahler. 2008 waren es sogar noch
7,9 Milliarden. Genau genommen gibt es noch zwei Liinder, die ebenfalls belastet werden, aber
es sind eher ,,Zahlerchen®: die wohlhabende Hansestadt Hamburg ist mit knapp 50 Millionen
Euro dabei, und das einstige Hauptzahlerland Nordrhein-Westfahlen mit 60 Millionen; 2008 war
NRW sogar Nehmetland. Der Rest nimmt — seit Jahren und Jahrzehnten, allen voran die Geld
fressende Hauptstadt Berlin: im letzten Jahr fast 2,9 Milliarden Euro, so viel wie alle anderen
ostdeutschen Linder zusammen.

Den sitddeutschen Lindern gefillt das seit langem nicht. Zwar haben sie mit ihrer letzten Klage
in Karlsruhe 1999 eine deutliche Verbesserung erzielen konnen, die seit 2005 umgesetzt ist.
Dennoch dndert sich an der finanziellen Schieflage zwischen den Lindern wenig. Dabei war der
Finanzausgleich einst erfunden worden, um die Ungleichgewichte zwischen den Lindern nicht
7n zementieren, sondern abzubauen. Aber das hat sich schon in der alten Bunderepublik als
Trugschluss erwiesen, Nur Bayern schaffte den Umstieg vom Nehmer zum Zahler.

Die Anderang von 2005 sei nur der Anfang zum Umbau des ganzen Systems gewesen, sagt
Peter Hauk, CDU-Fraktionschef im Stuttgarter Landtag. Der baden-wiirttembergische
Ministerprasident Stefan Mappus (CDU) und sein bayerischer Kollege Hoist Seehofer (CSU)
machen sich fiir Anderungen zugunsten der Zahler stark. Auch die schwarz-gelbe Regierung in
Hessen ist dabei. Die Kabinette der Hauptzahlerlinder und die FDP-Landtagsfraktionen dort
haben jetzt Gutachten in Aufirag gegeben, um Klagemdglichkeiten oder zumindest
Unstimmigkeiten in der Gesetzeslage zu kliren. Und zwar bei zwei Juristen, die cinst
Mitarbeiter des Verfassungsrichters Paul Kirchhof waren, der als ,Mastermind® des
Finanzausgleichsurteils von 1999 gilt, das — kwrz gesagt — eine Generaliiberholung des Systems
verlangte und vor allem ein Gesetz, das dauerhaft die Maflstibe setzen sollte, nach denen der
Finanzausgleich funktioniert. Das ist auch geschehen, doch gibt es Zweifel, ob das Gesetz dem
Aufirag der Karlsruher Richter voll entspricht. (...)

Das Problem des gegenwirtigen Finanzausgleichs ist, dass er sich allein an den
Steuereinnahmen orientiert und weder die Ausgaben- noch die Verschuldungspolitik eines



Landes in den Blick nimmt. Zudem hat er eine fast schon absurd anmutende Systematik: Hohere
Steuereinnahmen eines Zahlerlandes flieen zum Grofiteil in den Ausgleich, hohere
Steuereinnahmen eines Nehmerlandes reduzieren dessen Einnahmen aus dem Ausgleich. Es gibt
also fiir beide Seiten wenig Anreize, die Steuereinnahmen zu erhshen, etwa durch schérfere
Betriebspriifungen oder ein weniger laxes Vorgehen bei Steuerstundungen®,

In der Politik- und Wirtschaftswissenschaft ist diese Form des Finanzausgleichs lingst in die
Kritik geraten. Zu den Skeptikern zdhlt auch der Gritnen-Fraktionschef im Stuttgarter Landtag,
Winfried Kretschimann. Er glaubt, dass die Korrekturméglichkeiten im gegenwirtigen System
ausgereizt seien, und pladiert fir emnen griindlichen Umbau. Der Ausgleich zwischen den
Lindern sollte abgeschafft werden und nur noch zwischen dem Bund und den Nehmerldndern
erfolgen. Der Bund konnte nach diesem Modell dann auch stérker Einfluss nehmen auf die
Verwendung der Zahlungen. Allerdings hat der Fall Bremen gezeigt, dass Auflagen, die mit
Bundeszahlungen einhergehen, Schall und Rauch sind, wenn ein Land sich nicht daran halten
will oder kann. Und bisher haben sich auch die Zahlerldnder dagen gestriubt, den
Finanzausgleich zu einem reinen Bund-Linder-Ausgleich zu machen. Die damit verbundene
Stirkung des Bundes, so glaubten sie bislang, kénnte auch ihmen schaden.

DOCUMENT 4

Zar Reform des Foderalismus in Deutschland

A. Gestalt und Sitnm des deutschen Foderalismus

I Am Anfang waren die Linder: Der deutsche Fdéderalismus ist von der Schaffung des
Gesamtstaates durch die Gliedstaaten, des Bundes durch die Lander gepriigt. Das Grundgesetz
bedurfte deshalb der Annahme durch die Landtage (in zwei Dritteln) der deutschen Linder (Art.
144 1 GG). Einen Beschluss (durch Volksabstimmung oder dwrch eine verfassungsgebende
Versammiung) des deutschen (Gesamt) Volkes iiber die Annahme des GG gibt es dagegen bis
heute nicht, auch wenn die verbreitete Grundgesetzakzeptanz durch die Bevilkerung nicht
bestritten werden kann. Die legitimations- und einheitsstiftende Kraft der Linder fiir den
Gesamtstaat macht sie zu unverzichtbaren Akteuren des deutschen Bundesstaates. Auch deshalb
stehen die faderalistische Grundstruktur und die ,,grundsiitzliche Mitwirkung der Linder bei der
Gesetzgebung® (nicht aber der Bestand der vorhandenen Linder) unter dem Schutz der sog.
Ewigkeitsgarantie des Art. 9 Abs. 3 GG. Auch die Vollendung der deutschen Einheit steht
schliefilich in untrennbarem Zusammenthang mit der Bildung der neuen Linder.

2 Die historische Legitimation des deutschen Foderalismus der Gesamtstaatsbildung durch
Landerkonsens (insbesondere der Jahre 1871 und 1949), die den Gliedstaaten {gemessen an der
Zentrale) die idlteren Rechte gibt, ist durch die historischen Briiche der deutschen Geschichite
zwar beschiidigt, nicht aber zerstért worden. Die von den Besatzungsméchten in der
Nachkriegszeit gebildeten hiufig synthetischen Lénder — wie z.B Nordrhein-Westfalen oder
Rheinland-Pfalz — sind in ihrer derzeitigen Gestalt nur begrenzt historisch legitimiert, haben
inzwischen aber iiberwiegend ein gewisses eigenes Landesbewusstsein ausgebildet. Mag bei den




friiheren Besatzungsmichten auch die Hoffiung einer dauerhaften, internen Machtlimitierung
des ehemaligen Kriegsgegners eine erhebliche Rolle gespielt haben, hat sich diese
Strukturentscheidung doch im wesentlichen als Gliicksfall fiir Deutschland erwiesen.

3 Obwohl die foderalistischen Strukturen heute fest im Bewusstsein vieler Deutschen verwurzelt
sein diirften (und in den neuen Bundeslindern nach der Wiedervereinigung auch iiberraschend
schnell akzeptiert wurden), erscheint der Bundesstat nicht wenigen Deutschen gleichwohl héufig
als eine eher ungelicbte Staatsform. Dies diirfte weniger den oft zitierten Unbequemlichkeiten
foderalistischer Staatsstrukturen (z.B. bei Schulwechseln etc.) oder gar den Blockadestrategien
der jeweiligen Opposition im Bundestat als vielmehr woh!t einem cher dumpfen Drang der
Deutschen nach Uniformitiit geschuldet sein,

4 Mit diesem Befund korrespondiert die Tatsache, dass 59% der Deutschen iiberhaupt nicht
wissen, was Foderalismus bedeutet, Die relative Unpopularitit des Foderalismus in Deutschland
steht freilich in deutlichem Gegensatz zu seiner Attraktivitiit nach auflen aus der Sicht vieler
européischer Staaten, dic ihre Staatlichkeit durch Foderalisierung zu erhalten oder zu verbessern
suchen (z.B. Belgien, Spanien, Grofbritannien, Italien, Frankreich etc.)

S Bundesstaatlichkeit ist die Ermoglichung von Vielgestaltigkeit und Verschiedenartigkeit im
Gesamistaat. Die Herstellung gleichwertiger Lebensverhiltnisse dient der Aufhebung einer
Kompetenzausiibungsschranke fiir die Bundesgesetzgebung (Art. 72 Abs. 2 GG), ist aber kein
Verfassungsauftrag zur Uniformisierung. Der Bund darl hiernach die Gesetzgebungsbefugnisse
der sog. konkurrierenden Gesetzgebung wahrnehmen, wenn dies zur Herstellung gleichwertiger
Lebensverhiltnisse erforderlich ist. Die Erstellung gleichwertiger oder gar einheitlicher
Lebensverhiltnisse im Bundesgebiet ist unter dem Grundgesetz kein Staatsziel. Sie ist gewiss
nicht der Zweck des Bundesstaats, sondern bestenfalls sein vorsichtig zu handhabendes
Korrektiv. Kern des Foderalismus ist die Ermaglichung von Ungleichheit ohne Preisgabe der
staatlichen Einheit. Bundesstaatlichkeit steht gegen die flachendeckende Nivellierung der
Lebensumstinde in einem Staat, ohne dessen Funktionsfihigkeit und Integritét zu gefihrden.

Pisa-Studie soll Folgen haben

Das durchwachsene* Pisa-Ergebnis deutscher Schitler hat umgehend einen neuen Streit tiber die
alleinige Zustindigkeit der Bundesldnder fir die Schulbildung ausgelsst. ,,Niemand und schon
gar nicht der Féderalismus hindert irgendein Bundesland daran, qualitativ besser zu werden, die
Schwachen miissen von den Starken lernen, darin liegt doch die Chance voranzukommen®,
sagte Baden-Wiirttembergs Kultusministerin Marion Schick « Welt Online ». Es sei ,,vollig
absurd* zu behaupten, der Foderalismus schade den schwiicheren Bundeslidndern, so die CDU-
Politikerin weiter.

Die Ministerin reagierte damit auf provokante AuBerungen des Priisidenten der Universitéit
Hamburg, Dicter Lenzen. Der Bildungsexperte, dessen Wort tiber Hamburgs Grenzen hinaus
Gewicht hat, hatte den deutschen Bildungsfoderalismus als «unglaubliche Leistungsbremse »
gegeifielt und ein bundesweites Zentralabitur und mit gleichen Standards verlangt. Es sei zwar



nachvollziehbar, dass bildungsstarke Bundeslinder wie Bayern und Baden-Wiirttemberg am
Foderalismus in der Bildungspolitik festhalten wollten. Auf lange Sicht sei es aber nicht
vertretbar, damit den Schwicheren zu schaden, zumal man der © gesamten Nation® verpflichtet
sei, meinte der Hochschulprésident.

In dem am Dienstag in Berlin vorgesicllten neuen Pisa-Schultest der Organisation fiir
wirtschaftliche Zusammenarbeit und Entwicklimg (OBCD) konnte sich Deutschland im
Vergleich zu den Vorjahren zwar verbessern, blieb aber im internationalen Vergleich (mit
Ausnahme der Naturwissenschaften) nur im Mittelfeld. Das gilt insbesondere fiir die
schwerpunktmiBig gepriifie Schliisselkompetenz des Lesens und Verstehens von Texten. Schick
argumentierte auf ,,Welt Online®, die wahre Leistungsbremse sei die ,,stindige Debatte itber
Zustindigkeiten. Linder mit Nachholbedarf miissten ihre Hausaufgaben machen, ,,anstatt
darauf zu hoffen, dass die Verantwortung fiir ein wichtiges Zukunfisfeld auf eine andere Ebene
iibertragen wird. Sie sehe nicht in erster Linie finanzielle Probleme, sondemn Maingel in der
Qualititssicherung vor Ort, so Schick. Tatsidchlich wollen Baden-Wiirttemberg und Bayern
unbedingt am verfassungsrechtlich verankerten ,Kooperationsverbot® zwischen Bund und
Lindern in der Bildungspolitik festhalten. Die Vorschrift verbietet es dem Bund, etwa
unmittelbar Investitionen in den Schulausbau zu stecken. Bundesbildungsministerin Annette
Schavan (CDU) stért schon linger der Passus, der ihre Handlungsfihigkeit deutlich einschréiinkt.
Beim Koalitionspartner sieht man das dhnlich, denn auch FDP-Generalsekretér Christian
Lindner fordert jetzt die Uberpritfung der Regelung.

Der deutsche Iehrerverband wies unterdessen Kritik an der Leistung der Pidagogen zurtick.
Verbandsprisident Josef Kraus sprach im Deutschlandfunkg von einer ,ndiimmlichen
Lehrerbeschimpfung® durch die OECD. In vielen Fachbereichen gebe es zu wenige Pddagogen.
Junge Menschen kénnten durch derartige ,,Spriiche™ vom Lehrerberuf abgeschreckt werden.
Kraus antwortete damit auf den OECD-Koordinator der Pisa-Studie, Andreas Schleicher, der
eine bessere Auswahl gefordert hatte.

Kraus gestand jedoch ,hausgemachte Siinden” der Schulpidagogik ein. So sei der Umfang des
Grundwortschatzes reduziert und das Schreiben von Texten zugunsten von Multiple-Choice-
Aufgaben zuriickgefahren worden. Er appellierte an die Eltern, Neugierde und Freude ihrer
Kinder am Lesen zu fordern. Die entscheidenden kognitiven Fiihigkeiten wiirden in der Zeit vor
der Grundschule entwickelt. So lautete auch das zentrale Argument des Deutschen
Philologenverbands (DphV). ,,Lesekompetenz hiingt nicht allein vomn Deutschunterricht ab,
sondern wird stark von dem Lese- und Bildungsverhalten auflerhalb der Schule, insbesondere im
Elternhaus, bestimmt*, sagte dessen Vorsitzender Heinz-Peter Meidinger. AuBerdem schlage die
mangelnde Sprachfihigkeit einzelner Migrantengruppen negativ auf das Gesamtergebnis durch.

NRW-Schulministerin Sylvia Lohrmann (Griine) wertete die neuen Pisa-Ergebnisse hingegen
als Beleg fiir die Notwendigkeit der eigenen geplanten Schulreformen: « Wir brauchen lingeres

gemeinsames Lernen, um mehr Bildungsgerechtigkeit zu erreichen. »

DOCUMENT 6

Schuldenbremse

Im Mittelpunkt der Foderalismuskommission | (2003-2004/2006) stand der Versuch, die
Gesetzgebungskompetenzen von Bund und Léndern klar voneinander abzugrenzen. Die Linder
sollten mehr Zustindigkeiten erhalten, im Gegenzug sollte die Zahl der zustimmungspflichtigen
Gesetze im Bundesrat reduziert werden.

Tatstichlich wurden mehr als zwanzig Gesetze geiindert. Unter anderem zeichnen die Lénder
nun fiir das Versammlungsrecht, den Strafvollzug oder die Besoldung der Beamten und Richter
in Lindern und Gemeinden verantwortlich. Auch aus der Hochschulpolitik hat sich der Bund
weitgehend zuritckgezogen, was umstritten ist — #hnlich wie dic neu errungene Zustindigkeit
der Linder fiir weite Teile des Umweltrechts. Kritiker bemangeln, dass die Linder lediglich
einige Einzeltitel hinzugewonnen haben. Unklar bleibt auch, wie weit die Zahl der
zustimmungspflichtigen Gesetze — und damit der Einfluss der Linder auf die Gesetzgebung des
Bundes — tatsiichlich reduziert werden konnte.

0,35 Prozent des Bruttoinlandsproduktes beschriinkt. Allerdings sind Ausnahmen zulissig, wenn
die Konjunkturentwicklung « von der Normallage abweicht ».

Vor allem finanzschwache Linder fiirchten, dass ihr Handlungsspielraum durch eine solche
Schuldenbremse zusdtzlich eingeschrinkt wird, Der Bund hat ihnen daher bis 2020
Konsolidierungshilfen von jihrlich 800 Millionen Euro zugesagt. An diesem Freitag entscheidet
der Bundsrat fiber das Gesetzespaket. '

DOCUMENT ONE

If it is desirable, as no one will deny it to be, that the planting of colonies should be conducted,
not with an exclusive view to the private interests of the first founders, but with a deliberate regard to
the permanent welfare of the nations afterwards to arise from these small beginnings; such regard can
only be secured by placing the enterprise, from its commencement, under regulations constructed with
the foresight and enlarged views of philosophical legislators; and the govermment alone has power
either to frame such regulations, or to enforce their observance. {...]

Much has been said of the good economy of importing commodities from the place where
they can be bought cheapest; while the good economy of producing them where they can be produced
cheapest, is comparatively little thought of. If to carry consumable goods from the places where they
are superabundant to those where they are scarce, is a good pecuniary speculation, is it not an equally
good speculation to do the same thing with regard to labor and instruments? The exportation of
laborers and capital from old to new countries, from a place where their productive power is less, to a
place where it is greater, increases by so much the aggregate produce of the labor and capital of the
world. It adds to the joint wealth of the old and the new country, what amounts in a short period to
many times the mere cost of effecting the transport. There need be no hesitation in affirming that
Colonisation, in the present state of the world, is the best affair of business, in which the capital of an
old and wealthy country can engage.

It is equally obvious, however, that Colonisation on a great scale can be undertaken, as an
affair of business, only by the government, or by some combination of individuals in complete
understanding with the government; except under such very peculiar circumstances as those which
succeeded the Irish famine. Emigration on the voluntary principle rarely has any material influence in
lightening the pressure of population in the old country, though as far as it goes it is doubtless a
benefit to the colony. Those laboring persons who voluntarily emigrate are seldom the very poor; they
are small farmers with some little capital, or laborers who have saved something, and who, in
removing only their own labor from the crowded labor market, withdraw from the capital of the
country a fund which maintained and employed more laborers than themselves. Besides, this portion
of the community is so limited in number, that it might be removed entirely, without making any
sensible impression upon the numbers of the population, or even upon the annual increase. Any
considerable emigration of labor is only practicable, when its cost is defrayed, or at least advanced, by
others than the emigrants themselves.

Who then is to advance it? Naturally, it may be said, the capitalists of the colony, who require
the labor, and who intend to employ it. But to this there is the obstacle, that a capitalist, after going to
the expense of carrying out laborers, has no security that he shall be the person to derive any benefit
from them. If all the capitalists of the colony were to combine, and bear the expense by subscription,
they would still have no security that the laborers, when there, would continue to work for thent. After
working for a short time and earning a few pounds, they always, unless prevented by the government,
squat on unoccupied land, and work only for themselves, The experiment has been repeatedly tried
whether it was possible to enforce contracts for labor, or the repayment of the passage money of
emigrants to those who advanced it, and the trouble and expense have always exceeded the advantage.
The only other resource is the voluntary contributions of parishes or individuals, to rid themselves of
surplus laborers who are already, or who are likely to become, locally chargeable on the poor rate.
Were this speculation to become general, it might produce a sufficient amount of emigration to clear
off the existing unemployed population, but not to raise the wages of the employed; and the same
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thing would require to be done over again in less than another generation.

One of the principal reasons why Colonisation should be a national undertaking, is that in this
manner alone, save in highly exceptional cases, can emigration be self-supporting. The exportation of
capital and labor to a new country being, as before observed, one of the best of all affairs of business,
it is absurd that it should not, like other affairs of business, repay its own expenses. Of the great
addition which it makes to the produce of the world, there can be no reason why a sufficient portion
should not be intercepted, and employed in reimbursing the outlay incurred in effecting it. For reasons
already given, no individual, or body of individuals, can reimburse themselves for the expense; the
government, however, can. It can take from the annual increase of wealth, caused by the emigration,
the fraction which suffices to repay with interest what the emigration has cost. The expenscs of
emigration to a colony ought to be boine by the colony; and this, in general, is only possible when
they are borne by the colonial government.

The sale of lands is thus by far the casiest mode of raising the requisite funds. But it has other
and still greater recommendations. It is a beneficial check upon the tendency of a population of
colonists to adopt the tastes and inclinations of savage life, and to disperse so widely as to lose ali the
advantages of commerce, of markets, of separation of employments, and combination of labor. By
making it necessary for those who emigrate at the expense of the fund, to earn a considerable sum
before they can become landed proprietors, it keeps up a perpetual succession of laborers for hire, who
in every country are a most important auxiliary even to peasant proprietors: and by diminishing the
cagerness of agricultural speculators to add to their domain, it keeps the settlers within reach of each
other for purposes of co-operation, arranges a numerous body of them within easy distance of each
centre of foreign commerce and non-agricultural industry, and insures the formation and rapid growth
of towns and town products. This concentration, compared with the dispersion which uniformly occurs
when unoccupied fand can be had for nothing, greatly accelerates the attainment of prosperity, and
enlarges the find which may be drawn upon for further emigration.

The self-supporting system of Colonisation, once established, would increase efficiency
every year; its effect would tend to increase in geometrical progression: for since every able-bodied
emigrant, until the country is fully peopled, adds in a very shoit time to its wealth, over and above his
own consumption, as much as would defray the expense of bringing out another emigrant, it follows
that the greater the number already sent, the greater number might continue to be sent, ecach emigrant
laying the foundation of a succession of other emigrants at short intervals without fresh expense, until
the colony is filled up. It would therefore be worth while, to the mother country, to accelerate the early
stages of this progression, by loans to the colonies for the purpose of emigration, repayable from the
fund formed by the sales of land.

DOCUMENT TWO

Baltimore County’s Hampton farm and Northampton iron works made up an eighteenth
century community of several parts: the Ridgely family with its relatives and circle of acquaintances,
hived laborers who joined the group sometimes as short timers who worked on a single architectural
detail or others who became trusted long time employees, black slaves and, finally, white British
indentured servants. It is the last of these on whom the least attention has been focused and who are
the subject of this exploration. Throughout the third quarter of the eighteenth century Annapolis and
Baltimore were major poris of entry for these servants and the Ridgelys were among the principal
Maryland users of indentured labor. What follows is an investigation into the lives of these Baltimore
County laborers.

At least 300 white servants passed through Ridgely hands between 1750 and 1800,
Distinctions have often been made between willing indentured immigrants and convicts whom the
state ardered transported to the colonies during these years; and the terms, indentured servant and
convict, have been used as separate and mutually exclusive terms. It should be noted at the outset,
however, that nowhere in the voluminous Ridgely papers is such a distinction evident at Hampton or
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Northampton. We know that many—even most—of the Ridgely workers were convicts, For many
others, however, status is simply unclear. The only signs of favoritism in treatment of the whole body
of workers in Ridgely documents seem to emanate from the skills certain workers offered and not
from any status based on willing or forced emigration. Therefore the term ‘indentured servant’ is used
here in a generic sense to describe all British workers under contract to labor for the Ridgelys and the
Northampton ironworks.

Through the years the Ridgelys were frequent, and important enough, buyers of servile British
labor to receive regular announcements of incoming groups and of individuals with especially
desirable talents—smiths, tailors, and gardeners, for example. The iron works and Hampton plantation
were also able to absorb and utilize significant numbers of unskilled or unsuitably skilled laborers. At
one point, in fact, in the 1760s Capt. Charles Ridgely, the consummate businessman, was not only
buying indentured servants but selling them as well for a profit. In April 1769, for example, he bought
eleven men and nine women from Capt. John Stevenson, paying £12 a man and £9 a woman. Within
two months he had sold seven women for sums between £10 and £15 each and cight or nine men for
between £17 and £30, making a tidy profit on each individual.

Ordinarily, however, servants were purchased to be utilized in some segment of the
Hampton/Northampton complex and not for resale. As indentures were bought for only a limited
time—ordinarily between four and seven years—the turnover was rapid. As is noted below, some of
these servants reenlisted upon attaining freedom. Most, however, filtered away to be replaced by
others. [...] The system was, nevertheless, moribund by 1790. Black slavery had already been a
significant factor at Hampton for decades and it completely eclipsed indentured labor by 1800.

No written contracts between British indentured servants and the master are enrolled in the
Ridgely papers because no such contracts ever existed. The buyers of indentured servants dealt with
the importers or the agents of the importers of the servants and it was there that terms of service were
fixed. {...] In the purchase of a single servant, the name is usually stated and occasionally the period
of servitude and the price as well. If the purchase involved a group, the servants remain anonymous
today and no precise term can be assigned to an individual now. Thus we cannot identify the thirty
servants purchased from James Cheston in 1773 nor thirty more from Stewart and Plunkett in 1786-
87, nor can we say anything definite of their terms of service. It has usually been assumed that the
Ridgely staff consisted of both convicts and willing immigrants. As noted, earlier viewers of the
subject in fact have tended to make a sharp distinction between the two—between indentured and
convict laborers. As a sort of litmus test it has been suggested that indentured servants received
freedom dues—monetary payments of £3 - £5 at the end of service-—while convict servants did not.
This sort of distinction is missing from the Ridgely records. The much-quoted ‘Description of White
Servants’ from 1772-75, describes in detail personal features, distinguishing marks and traits, but it
does not include the length of service for any of eighty-cight men and women listed there; nor is there
any distinction made between convicts and others, There is evidence, too, that freedom dues were paid
to any number of servants who were clearly convicts.

There has, in fact, been some ambivalence about terms of service. It has been established that
non-convict servants were sold for a term of four to six years, while convicts had to serve at least
seven years. It has also been suggested that the term for convicts corresponded to the length of time
the convicts were sentenced to stay out of England after transportation to the colonies. These
sentences were typically for seven or fourteen years or for life; no Ridgely servant (and some certainly
received the longer sentences) seems to have served more than seven years with whatever might be
added on for some breach of contract or other unusual expense. As it is often impossible to be sure
when a servant’s period of indenture began, it is difficult now to determine the precise length of
service. And although there are developing resources for separating convicts and willing indentures, it
is obvious that even that differentiation among Ridgely servants is far from complete.

As whites, and therefore legal persons, servants had the right to appeal to law with their
grievances. This right probably had some effect on morale, but seems to have had little real value.
There was simply wide latitude for the master to do as he pleased. A steady stream of servants seeking
redress of grievances through access to the courts runs through the Ridgely documents, the typical
grievance [being] that of being held past the limit of the term. In 1738 the company clerk noted that
twenty-eight servants had gone to court in the recent past. These servants, however, weat to Battimore
on their own, without the master’s permission or help. They were considered runaways from their
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place of work, and were pursued just as were those who sought freedom by absconding. They were
charged with all costs of hunting and finding them and with the costs of lost labor. [...]

Indeed a single entry has been found in the Ridgely papers offering evidence that an appeal to
the courts from an indentured servant at Northampton or Hampton succeeded. This was George
Sweeny in 1796. The account reads ‘to George Sweeny for 2 % months service for Runaway Expenses
as Adjudged by the Court 10/19/8, ditto for his freedom Dues 4/0/0' for a total of £14/19/8.” Sweeny
appears to have successfully appealed being held after his term expired and to have won compensation
for the extra period he was forced to work. Much more normal was the case of George Hartiner who,
in the terse wording of an entry in the timebook of September 1774, “says free, went fo town, told to
serve 14 months.” It was not impossible for the servant to have grievances redressed, but the system
appears to have been heavily loaded in the master’s favor. [..] No matter how long indentured
servants stayed at Hampton/Northampton, they eventually fanned out of the complex into surrounding
areas. Some may have returned to England or Irefand. Most, however, and this was a significatt
number of humans, probably established themselves in the United States and even in the Baltimore
area as useful citizens or otherwise. That will have to be the subject of a new inquiry.

DOCUMENT THREE

Indications are not wanling of an approaching change in the thoughts and policy of Americans
as to their relations with the world outside their own borders. For the past quarter of a century, the
predominant idea, which has successfully asserted itself at the polls and shaped the course of the
government, has been to preserve the home market for the home industries. The employer and the
workman have alike been taught to look at the various economical [sic] measures proposed from this
point of view, to regard with hostility any step favoring the intrusion of the foreign producer upon
their own domain, and rather to demand increasingly rigorous measures of exclusion than to acquiesce
in any loosening of the chain that binds the consumer to them. The inevitable consequence has
followed, as in all cases when the mind or the eye is exclusively fixed in one direction, that the danger
of loss or the prospect of advantage in another quarter has been overlooked; and although the
abounding resources of the country have maintained the exports at a high figure, this flattering result
has been due more to the super-abundant bounty of Nature than to the demand of other nations for our
protected manufactures.

For nearly the lifetime of a generation, therefore, American industries have been thus
protected, until the practice has assumed the force of a tradition, and is clothed in the mail of
conservatism. In their mutual relations, these industries resemble the activities of a modern ironclad
that has heavy armor, but an inferior engine and no guns; mighty for defense, weak for offense,
Within, the home market is secured; but outside, beyond the broad seas, there are the markets of the
world, that can be entered and controlled only by a vigorous contest, to which the habit of trusting to
protection by statute does not conduce.

At bottom, however, the temperament of the American people is essentially alien to such a
sluggish attitude. Independently of all bias for or against protection, it is safe to predict that, when the
opportunities for gain abroad are understood, the course of American enterprise will cleave a channel
by which to reach them. [...] Men of all parties can unite on the words of Mr. Blaine, as reported in a
recent speech: "Tt is not an ambitious destiny for so great a country as ours lo manufacture only what
we can consume, or produce only what we can eat." {...]

The interesting and significant feature of this changing attitude is the tuming of the eyes
outward, instead of inward only, to seck the welfare of the country. To affirm the importance of
distant markets, and the relation to them of our own inmmense powers of production, implies logically
the recognition of the link that joins the products and the markets,—that is, the carrying trade; the

three together constituting that chain of maritime power to which Great Britain owes her wealth and
greatness. Further, is it too much to say that, as two of these links, the shipping and the markets, are
exterior to our own borders, the acknowledgment of them carries with it a view of the relations of the
United States to the world radicaily distinet from the simple idea of self-sufficingness? We shall not
follow far this line of thought before there will dawn the realization of America's unique position,
facing the older worlds of the East and West, her shores lapped by the oceans which touch the one or
the other, but which are common to her alene. [...]

There is no sound reason for believing that the world has passed into a period of assured peace
outside the limits of Europe. Unsettled political conditions, such as exist in Haiti, Central America,
and many of the Pacific islands, especially the Hawaitan group, when combined with great military or
commercial importance, as is the case with most of these positions, involve, now as always, dangerous
germs of quarrel, against which it is at least prudent to be prepared. Undoubtedly, the general temper
of nations is more averse from war than it was of old. If no less selfish and grasping than our
predecessors, we feel more dislike to the discomforts and sufferings attendant upon a breach of peace;
but to retain that highly valued repose and the undisturbed enjoyment of the returms of commerce, it is
necessary to argue upon somewhat equal terms of strength with an adversary. It is the preparedness of
the enemy, and not acquiescence in the existing state of things, that now holds back the armies of
Europe.

On the other hand, neither the sanctions of international law nor the justice of a cause can be
depended upon for a fair settlement of differences, when they come into conflict with a strong political
necessity on the one side opposed to comparative weakness on the other. [...] Qur self-imposed
isolation in the matter of markets, and the decline of our shipping interest in the last thirty years, have
coincided singularly with an actual remoteness of this continent from the life of the rest of the world.
[...] To protect and develop its own, each nation will seck points of support and means of influence in
a quarter where the United States has always been jealously sensitive to the infrusion of European
powers. The precise value of the Monroe doctrine is very loosely understood by most Americans, but
the effect of the familiar pluase has been to develop a national sensitiveness, which is a more frequent
cause of war than material interests; and over disputes caused by such feclings there will preside none
of the calming influence due to the moral authority of international law, with its recognized principles,
for the points in dispute will be of policy, of interest, not of conceded right. Already France and
England are giving to ports held by them a degree of artificial strength uncatled for by their present
importance. They [ook to the near future. Among the islands and on the mainland there are many
positions of great importance, held now by weak or unstable states. Is the United States willing to see
them sold to a powerful rival? But what right will she invoke against the transfer? She can allege but
one—that of her reasonable policy supported by her might.

Whether they will or not, Americans must now begin to look outward. The growing
production of the country demands it. An increasing volume of public sentiment demands it. The
position of the United States, between the two Old Worlds and the two great oceans, makes the same
claim, which will soon be strengthened by the creation of the new link joining the Atlantic and Pacific.
The tendency will be maintained and increased by the growth of the European colonies in the Pacific,
by the advancing civilization of Japan, and by the rapid peopling of our Pacific States with men who
have all the aggressive spirit of the advanced line of national progress. Nowhere does a vigorous
foreign policy find more favor than among the people west of the Rocky Mountains.

DOCUMENT FOUR

It is sufficient to reiterate here that, as long as our policy is one of free trade, we are compelled
to seck new markets; for old ones are being closed to us by hostile tariffs, and our great dependencies,
which formerly were the consumers of our goods, are now becoming our commercial rivals. It is
inherent in a great colonial and commercial empire like ours that we go forward or go backward. To
allow other nations to develop new fields, and to refuse to do so ourselves, is to go hackward; and this
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is the more deplorable, seeing that we have proved ourselves notably capable of dealing with native
races and of developing new countries at less expense than other nations. We owe to the instincts of
colonial expansion of our ancestors those vast and noble dependencies which are our pride and the
outlets of our trade today; and we are accountable to posterity that opportunities which now present
themselves of extending the sphere of our industrial enterprise are not neglected, for the opportunities
now offered will never recur again. Lord Rosebery in his speech at the Royal Colonial Institute
expressed this in emphatic language: "We are engaged in 'pegging out claims' for the future. We have
to consider, not what we want now, but what we shall want in the future. We have to consider what
countries must be developed either by ourselves or some other nation. . . . Remember that the task of
the statesman is not merely with the present, but with the future. We have to look forward beyond the
chatter of platforms, and the passions of patty, to the future of the race of which we are at present the
trustees, and we should, in my opinion, grossly fail in the task that has been laid upon us did we shrink
from responsibilities, and decline to take our share in a partition of the world which we have not
forced on, but which has been forced upon us."

If some initial expense is incurred, is it not justified by the ultimate gain? 1 have already
pointed out what other nations are doing in the way of railway extension. The government is not asked
to provide the capital of the railway, but only a guarantee on the subscribed capital. {...]

A word as fo missions in Africa. Beyond doubt I think the most useful missions are the
medical and the industrial, in the initial stages of savage development. A combination of the two is, in
my opinion, an ideal mission, Such is the work of the Scotch Free Church on Lake Nyasa. The
medical missionary begins work with every advantage. Throughout Africa the ideas of the cure of the
body and of the soul are closely allied. The "medicine man" is credited, not only with a knowledge of
the simples and drugs which may avert or cure disease, but owing to the superstitions of the people, he
is also supposed to have a knowledge of the charms and dawa which will invoke the aid of the Deity
or appease His wrath, and of the witcheraft and magic (ufu) by which success in war, immunity from
danger, or a supply of rain may be obtained. As the skill of the Buropean in medicine asserts its
superiority over the crude methods of the medicine man, so does he in proportion gain an influence in
his teaching of the great truths of Christianity. He teaches the savage where knowledge and art cease,
how far natural remedies produce their effects, independent of charms or supernatural agencies, and
where divine power overrules all human efforts. Such demonstration from a medicine man, whose
skill they cannot fail to recognize as superior to their own, has naturally more weight than any mere
preaching. A mere preacher is discounted and his zeal is not understood. The medical missionary,
moreover, gains an admission to the houses and homes of the natives by virtue of his art, which would
not be so readily accorded to another. He becomes their adviser and referee, and his counsels are
substituted for the magic and witchcraft which retard development.

The value of the industrial mission, on the other hand, depends, of cowrse, largely on the
nature of the tribes among whom it is located. Its value can hardly be overestimated among such
people as the Waganda, both on account of their natural aptitude and their eager desire to learn. But
even the less advanced and more primitive (ribes may be equally benefited, if not only mechanical and
artisan work, such as the carpenter's and blacksmith's craft, but also the simpler expedients of
agriculture, are taught. The sinking of wells, the system of irrigation, the introduction and planting of
useful trees, the use of manure, and of domestic animals for agricultural purposes, the improvement of
his implements by the infroduction of the primitive Indian plough, etc.—all of these, while immproving
the status of the native, will render his land more productive, and hence, by increasing his surplus
products, will enable him to purchase from the trader the cloth which shall add to his decency, and the
implements and household utensils which shall produce greater results for his labor and greater
comforts in his social life.

In my view, moreovet, instruction (religious or secular) is largely wasted upon adults, who are
wedded to custom and prejudice. It is the rising generation who should be educated to a higher plane,
by the establishment of schools for children. They, in turn, will send their children for instruction; and
so a progressive advancement is instituted, which may produce really great results. [...}

One word as regards missionaries themselves. The essential point in dealing with Africans is
to establish a respect for the European. Upon this—the prestige of the white man—depends his
influence, often his very existence, in Africa. If he shows by his surroundings, by his assumption of
superiority, that he is far above the native, he will be respected, and his influence will be proportionate
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to the superiority he assumes and bears out by his higher accomplishments and mode of life. Tn my
opinion—at any rate with reference to Africa—it is the greatest possible mistake to suppose that a
Buropean can acquire a greater influence by adopting the mode of life of the natives. In effect, it is to
lower himself to their plane, instead of elevating them to his. The sacrifice involved is wholly
unappreciated, and the motive would be held by the savage to be poverty and fack of social status in
his own country. The whole influence of the European in Africa is gained by this assertion of a
superiority which commands the respect and excites the emulation of the savage. To forego this
vantage ground is to lose influence for good. T may add, that the loss of prestige consequent on what [
should term the humiliation of the Buropean affects not merely the missionary himself, but is
subversive of all efforts for secular administration, and may even invite insult, which may lead to
disaster and bloodshed. To maintain it a missionary must, above all things, be a gentleman; for no one
is more quick to recognize a real gentleman than the African savage. He must at all times assert
himself, and repel an insolent familiarity, which is a thing entirely apart from friendship born of
respect and affection, His dwelling house should be as superior to those of the natives as he is himself
superior to them, And this, while adding to his prestige and influence, will simultaneously promote his
own health and energy, and so save money spent on invalidings to England, and replacements due to
sickness or death. [...]

I am convinced that the indiscriminate application of such precepts as those contained in the
words to turn the other cheek also to the smiter, and to be the servant of all men, is to wholly
misunderstand and misapply the teaching of Christ. The African holds the position of a late-born child
in the family of nations, and must as yet be schooled in the discipline of the nursery. He is neither the
intelligent ideal crying out for instruction, and capable of appreciating the subtle beauties of Christian
fotbearance and self-sacrifice, which some well-meaning missionary literature would lead us to
suppose, nor yet, on the other hand, is he universally a rampant cannibal, predestined by Providence to
the yoke of the slave, and fitted for nothing better, as I have elsewhere seen him depicted. {...] That is
to say, that there is in him, like the rest of us, both good and bad, and that the innate good is capable of
being developed by culture.

DOCUMENT FIVE

No mere array of facts and figures adduced to illustrate the economic nature of the new
Tmperialism will suffice to dispel the popular delusion that the use of national force to secure new
markets by annexing fresh fracts of tetritory is a sound and a necessary policy for an advanced
industrial country like Great Britain.

But these arguments are not conclusive. It is open to Imperialists to argue thus: "We nust
have markets for our growing manufactures, we must have new outlets for the invesiment of our
surplus capital and for the energies of the adventurous surplus of our population: such expansion is a
necessity of life to a nation with our great and growing powers of production. An ever iarger share of
our population is devoted to the manufactures and commerce of towns, and is thus dependent for life
and work upon food and raw materials from foreign lands. In order to buy and pay for these things we
must sell our goods abroad. During the first three-quarters of the nineteenth century we could do so
without difficulty by a natural expansion of commerce with continental nations and our colonies, all of
which were far behind us in the main arts of manufacture and the carrying trades. So Jong as England
held a virtual monopoly of the world markets for certain important classes of manufactured goods,
Imperialisin was unnecessary.

After 1870 this manufacturing and trading supremacy was greatly impaired: other nations,
especially Germany, the United States, and Belgium, advanced with great rapidity, and while they
have not crushed or even stayed the increase of our external {rade, their competition made it more and
more difficult to dispose of the full surplus of our manufactures at a profit. The encroachments made
by these nations upon our old markets, even in our own possessions, made it most urgent that we
should take energetic means to secure new markets. These new markets had to lie in hitherto
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undeveloped countries, chiefly in the tropics, where vast populations lived, capable of growing
economic needs which our manufacturers and merchants could supply. Our rivals were seizing and
annexing territories for similar purposes, and when they had annexed them, closed them to our trade.
The diplomacy and the arms of Great Britain had to be used in order to compel the owners of the new
markets to deal with us: and experience showed that the safest means of securing and developing such
markets is by establishing 'protectorates’ or by annexation.

It was this sudden demand for foreign markets for manufactures and for investments which
was avowedly responsible for the adoption of Imperialism as a political policy. [..]1 T hey needed
Imperialism because they desired to use the public resources of their country to find profitable
employment for their capital which otherwise would be superfluous.

Every improvement of methods of production, every concentration of ownership and control,
seems to accentuate the tendency. As one nation after another enters the machine economy and adopts
advanced industrial methods, it becomes more difficult for its manufacturers, merchants, and
financiers to dispose profitably of their economic resources, and they are tempted more and more to
use their Governments in order to secure for their particular use some distant undeveloped country by
annexation and protection.

The process, we may be told, is inevitable, and so it seems upon a superficial inspection.
Everywhere appear excessive powers of production, excessive capital in search of investment. It is
admitted by all business men that the growth of the powers of production in their country exceeds the
growth in consumption, that more goods can be produced than can be sold at a profit, and that more
capital exists than can find remunerative investment.

It is this economic condition of affairs that forms the taproot of Tmperialism. If the consuming
public in this country raised its standard of consumption to keep pace with every rise of productive
powers, there could be no excess of goods or capital claniorous to use Imperialism in order to find
markets: foreign trade would indeed exist.

Everywhere the issue of quantitative versus qualitative growth comes up. This is the entire
issue of cmpire. A people limited in number and energy and in the land they occupy have the choice of
improving to the utmost the political and economic management of their own land, confining
themselves to such accessions of territory as are justified by the most cconomical disposition of a
growing population; or they may proceed, like the slovenly farmer, to spread their power and energy
over the whole earth, tempted by the speculative value or the quick profits of some new market, or
else by mere greed of territorial acquisition, and ignoring the political and economic wastes and risks
involved by this imperial career. It must be clearly understood that this is essentially a choice of
alternatives; a full simultancous application of intensive and extensive cultivation is impossible. A
nation may ecither, following the example of Denmark or Switzerland, put brains into agriculture,
develop a finely varied system of public education, general and technical, apply the ripest science to
its special manufacturing industries, and so support in progressive comfort and character a
considerable population upon a strictly limited area; or it may, like Great Britain, neglect its
agriculture, allowing its lands to go out of cultivation and its population to grow up in towns, fall
behind other nations in its methods of education and in the capacity of adapting to its uses the latest
scientific knowledge, in order that it may squander its pecuniary and military resources in forcing bad
markets and finding speculative fields of investment in distant corners of the earth, adding millions of
square miles and of unassimilable population to the area of the Empire.

The driving forces of class interest which stimulate and support this false econonty we have
explained. No remedy will serve which permits the future operation of these forces. It is idie to attack
Imperialism or Militarism as political expedients or policies unless the axe is laid at the cconomic root
of the tree, and the classes for whose interest Imperialism works are shorn of the surplus revenues
which seek this outlet.

Documento 1

El error, tarde o temprano, acaba por limitarse a si mismo, y la primera forma de su impotencia, es la
contradiccion: si quisiera ser I6gico, s¢ harfa imposible. La humanidad, que puede ser bastante ciega para dejarle
sentar sus premiisas, no €s nunca hastante perversa o insensata para permitirle que saque todas sus consecuencias:
te opone su razén, sus afeclos o sus inslinios, y él fransige; podemos estar seguros de que donde hay
coniradiccion, hay error o impotencia.

Aplicando esta regla al papel que la mujer representa en la sociedad, por la falta de lagica del hombre,
vendremos a convencernos de su falta de razdn, primero, y de justicia, después.

Una mujer puede Hegar a la miés alta dignidad que se concibe, puede ser madre de Dios: descendiendo mucho,
pero todavia muy alta, puede ser martir y santa, y el hombre que la venera sobre ¢l altar y la implora, Ia cree
indigna de llenar las funciones del sacerdocio. ;Qué decimos del sacerdocio? Atrevimiento impfo seria que en el
templo osara aspirar a la categorfa del Gltimo sacristan. La logica aqui serfa escandalo, impiedad.

Si del orden religioso pasamos al civil, las contradicciones no son de menor bulto. ;Como una mujer ha de ser
empleada en Aduanas o en la Deuda, desempetiar un destino en Fomento o en Gobernacién? Sélo pensarlo da
risa. Pero una mujer puede ser jefe del Estado. En el mundo oficial se Ia reconoce aptitud para reina y para
estanquera; que preiendiese ocupar los puestos intermedios, seria absurdo. No hay para qué encarecer lo bien
parada que aqui sale Ia logical.

En las relaciones de familia, en el trato del nundo, jqué lugar ocupa la mujer? Moral y socialmente considerada,
icudl es su valor?, jewdl es su puesto? Nadic es capaz de decirlo. Aqui es mirada con respeto, y con desprecio
alla. Unas veces sufre esclava, otras tiraniza; ya no puede hacer valer su razén, ya impone su capricho. Buscad
una regla, una ley moral: imposible es que [a halléis en ¢l caos que resulta del chogue continuo entre las
preocupaciones y la ilustracion, el error y la verdad, la injusticia y la conciencia. El libertino que escarnece la
virtud, cree en la de su madre; el cinico arriesga la vida en un desafio por defender el honor de su hermana; el
que ha hecho muchas victimas y hollade las mds santas leyes, recibe como tal un capricho de la que ama; ¢l que
tiene teorias y habitos de tirano, vienc a ser ef esclavo de su hija o de su nieta.

Se ve, pues, arrastrado a ceder de lo que Hama su derecho cuando no abusa de él, y al conceder esta
gracia, ya no establece reglas de justicia, porque no es fcil poner limites a la generosidad del que da por afecto,
ni a la exigencia del que recibe sin reflexion. Asi, pues, en las relaciones doméslicas y sociales del hombre y la
mujer, como lo que se Ilama justicia no lo es, ni puede por lo tanto convertirse en regla permanente y respetada,
todo estd a merced de los afectos y de las pasiones, todo es tan ocasionado a mudanzas cono ellas, y por punto
general, a las mujeres se les da més o menos de [o que merecen y les es debido: son, ¢l nifio oprimide a quien se
hace siempre guardar silencio, o el nifio mimado que impone st voluntad. Con sélo mirar lo que pasa en rededor
nuestro, veremos tantas contradicciones como individuos hemos observado.

Si dejando las costumbres pasamos a las leyes, ;qué es lo gue ven nuestros ojos? jAh! Un especticulo bien friste,
porque Ia ey no tiene Ia flexibilidad de los afectos, y si el padre, y el csposo, y el hermano son inconsecuentes
para scr justos, la ley inflexible no se compadece del dolor ni se detiene ante la injusticia. Las contradicciones de
la ey pesan sin lenitivo alguno sobre la mujer desdichada, Exceptuande la ley de gananciales, tributo no
sabemos cémo pagado a la justicia, rayoe de luz que ha penetrado en obscuridad tan profunda, las leyes civiles
consideran a la mujer como menor si estd casada, y aun no estandolo, le niegan muchos de tos dercchos
coneedidos al hombre,

[...] Es tal la fuerza de la costumbre, gue saludamos todas estas injusticias con el nombre de derecho,



Podriamos recorrer la orbita moral y legal de la mwjer y hallarfamos en foda ella errores, contradicciones e
injusticias. La mitad del género humano, la que més debiera contribuir a Ia armonfa, se ha convertido por el
hombre en un elemento de desorden, en un auxiliar del caos, de donde salen antagonismos y luchas sin fin.

Los problemas de la mujer en sus relaciones con el hombre y con la sociedad, estén siernpre nis o menos fuera
de la ley 6gica. ;Es esto razonable?, jes racional siguiera? No hay mds que una razon, una légica, una verdad.
El que quiera introducir la pluralidad donde la unidad es necesaria, introduce la injusticia y con clla la
desventura.

Si supicra ¢l hombre que nunca se equivoca impunemente, buscarfa el acierto con mayor salicitud. Nosotros, que
tenenios esta {ntima persuasion, procuraremos desvanccer los errores que existen con respecto a la mujer. Tal es
el objeto del presente escrifo.

Discurse de Clara CAMPOAMOR ante las Cortes el 1 de octubre de 1931,

Sefores diputados: lejos yo de censurar ni de atacar las manifestaciones de mi colega, sefiorita Kent, comprendo,
por ¢l contrario, la tortura de su espiritu al haberse visto hoy en trance de negar la capacidad inicial de la mujer.
Creo gue por su pensamiento ha debido de pasar, en alguna forma, la amarga frase de Anatole France cuande nos
habla de aquellos socialistas que, forzados por la necesidad, iban al Parlamento a legislar contra los suyos.

Respecto a la serie de afirmaciones que se han hecho esta tarde contra el voto de la mujer, he de decir, con toda
Ia consideracion necesaria, que no estin apoyadas en la realidad. Tomemos al azar algunas de eHas. ;Que cudndo
fas mujeres se han levantado para protestar de Iz guerra de Marruecos? Primero: jy por qué no los hombres?
Segundo: ;quién protestd y sc levanid cn Zaragoza cuando la guerra de Cuba méas que las mujeres? ;Quién
nutrié la manifestacion pro responsabilidades del Ateneo, con motivo del desastre de Annual, més que las
mujeres, que iban en mayor nimero gue fos hombres?

iLas mujeres! ;Como puede decirse que cuando las mujeres den sefiales de vida por la Reptiblica se les
concederd como premio el derecho a votar? ;Es que no han luchado las mujeres por la Reptiblica? (Es que al
hablar con elogic de las mujeres obreras y de las mujeres universitarias no esté cantando su capacidad? Ademis,
al hablar de las mujeres obreras y universitarias, jse va a ignorar a todas las que no pertenceen a una claseniala
otra? ;No sufren éstas las consecuencias de la legislacién? (No pagan los impuestos para sostener al Estadoenla
misma forma que las otras y que los varones? ;No refluye sobre ellas toda la consecuencia de la legislacion que
se elabora aqui para los dos sexos, pero solamente dirigida y matizada por uno? ;Cémo puede decirse que la
mujer no ha luchado y que necesita una época, largos afios de Repiiblica, para demostrar su capacidad? Y jpor
qué no fos hombres? ;Por qué el hombre, al advenimiento de la Reptiblica, ha de tener sus derechos y han de
ponerse en un [azareto los de fa mujer?

Pero, ademds, seiores diputados, tos que votasteis por la Repiiblica, y a quicnes os votaron los republicanos,
meditad un momento y decid si habéis votado solos, si os votaron sélo los hombres. ¢Ha estado ausente del voto
la mujer? Pues entonces, si atirmdis que Ja mujer no influye para nada en la vida politica del hombre, estais —
fijaos bicn— afirmando su personalidad, afirmando la resistencia a acatarlos. ;Y ¢s en nombre de esa
personalidad, que con vuestra repulsa reconocéis y declardis, por lo que cerrdis las puertas a la mujer en materia
electoral? ;Es que tenéis derecho a hacer eso? Noj tenéis el derecho que os ha dado Iz ley, la ley que hicisteis
vosotros, pero no tendis el derecho natural fundamental, que se basa en el respeto a todo ser humanao, y lo que
hacéis es deteniar un poder; dejad que la mujer se manifieste y veréis como ese poder no podéis seguir
detentandolo.

No se trata aqui csta cuestion desde el punto de vista del principio, que harto claro estd, y en vucstras conciencias
repercute, que es un problema de ética, de pura ética reconocer a la mujer, ser humano, todos sus derechos,
porque ya desde Fitche, en 1796, se ha aceptado, en principio también, ¢l postulado de que solo aquef que no
considere a fa mujer un ser humano es capaz de afirmar que todos los derechos del hombre y del ciudadano no
deben ser los mismos para la mujer que para ¢l hombre. Y cn ¢l Parlamento francés, en 1848, Victor Considerant



se levanté para decir que una Constitucion que concede el voto al mendigo, al doméstico y al analfabeto —que en
Espaiia existe— no puede negérselo a la mujer. No es desde el punto de vista del principio, es desde el temor que
aqui sc ha expuesto, fiiera del 4mbito det principio —cosa dolorosa para un abogado—, como se puede venir a
discutir el derecho de la mujer a que sea reconocido en la Constitucion el de sufragio. Y desde el punto de vista
practico, utilitario, 4de qué acusiis a la mujer? ;Es de ignorancia? Pues yo no puedo, por enojosas que scan las
estadisticas, dejar de referirme a un estudio del sefior Luzuriaga acerca del analfabetismo en Espaiia,

Hace él un estudio ciclico desde 1868 hasta et ailo 1910, nada més, porque las estadisticas van muy lentamente y
no hay en Espaiia otras. §Y sabéis lo que dice esa estadistica? Pues dice que, tomando los niimeros globales cn el
ciclo de 1360 a 1910, se observa que mientras el niimero total de analfabetos varones, lejos de disminuir, ha
aumentado en 73.082, el de la mwujer analfabeta ha disminuido cn 48.098; y refiriéndose a la proporcionalidad del
analfabetismo en la poblacion global, la disminucién en los varones es sélo de 12,7 por cien, en tanto que en las
hembras es del 20,2 por cien, Esto quiere decir simplemente que la disminucién del analfabetisino es més répida
en las mujeres que en los hombres y que de continuar ese proceso de disminucion en los dos sexos, no sélo
Ilegaran a alcanzar las mujeres el grado de cultura elemental de los hombres, sino que lo sobrepasarén. Eso en
1910, Y desde 1910 ha seguido la curva ascendente, y la mujer, hoy dia, es menos analfabeta que el varén. No
es, pues, desde el punto de vista de la ignorancia desde el que se puede negar a la mujer la enfrada en la
obtencidn de este derecho.

Otra cosa, ademds, al varén que ha de votar. No olvidéis que no sois hijos de varén tan sélo, sino que se retine en
vosotros el praducto de los dos sexos. En ausencia mia y leyendo el diario de sesiones, pude ver en ¢l que un
doctor hablaba aqui de que no habia ecuacién posible y, con espiritu heredado de Mocebius y Aristételes,
declaraba la incapacidad de la mujer.

A eso, un solo argumento: aunque ne querdis y si por acaso admilis la incapacidad femenina, votdis con la mitad
de vuestro ser incapaz. Yo y todas las mujeres a quienes represento queremos volar con nuestra mitad masculina,
porque no hay degeneracién de sexos, porque todos somos hijos de hombre y mujer y recibimos por igual las dos
partes de nuestro ser, argwmento que han desarrollado los bidlogos. Somos producto de dos seres; no hay
incapacidad posible de vosotros a mi, ni de mf a vosotros.

Desconocer esto es negar la realidad evidente. Negadlo si queréis; sois libres de ello, pero sdlo en virtud de un
derecho que habéis (perdonadme la palabra, que digo sélo por su claridad y no con espiritu agresivo) detentado,
porgue os disteis a vosotros mismos las leyes; pero no porque tengdis un derecho natural para poner al margen a
Ia mujer.

Yo, sefiores diputados, me sicato cindadane antes que mujer, y considero que seria un profundo error politico
dejar a la mujer al margen de ese derecho, a la mujer que espera y confia en vosotros; a la mujer que, como
ocurrid con ofras fuerzas muevas en fa revolucién francess, serd indiscutiblemente una nueva fuerza que s¢
incorpora al derecho y no hay sino que empujarla a que siga su camino.

No dejéis a la mujer que, si es regresiva, piense que su esperanza estuvo en la dictadura; no dejéis a la mujer que
piense, si es avanzada, que su esperanza de igualdad esté en ¢l comunismo. No cometdis, seflores diputados, ese
error politico de gravisimas consecuencias. Salvdis a la Reptiblica, ayuddis a la Repiblica atrayéndoos y
siméndoos esa fierza que espera ansiosa el momento de su redencion.

Cada uno habla en virtud de una experiencia v yo os hablo en nombre de la mia propia. Yo soy diputado por la
provincia de Madrid; la he recorrido, no solo en cumplimiento de mi deber, sino por carifio, y muchas veces,
siempre, he visto que a los actos piblicos acudia una concurrencia femenina muy superior a la masculina, y he
visto en los ojos de esas mujeres la esperanza de redencion, he visto el deseo de ayudar a la Repiblica, he visto
la pasién y la emocitn que ponen en sus ideales. La mujer espafiola espera hoy de la Reptblica la redencién suya
y la redencién del hijo. No cometais un error histérico que no tendréis nunca bastante tiempo para llotar; que no
tendréis nunca bastante tiempo para Horar al dejar al margen de la Repiblica a la mujer, que representa una
fuerza nueva, una fuerza joven; que ha sido simpatia y apoyo para los hombres que estaban en las cérceles; que
ha sufrido en muchos casos como vesotres mismos, y que estd anhelante, aplicindose a si misma la fiase de
Humboldt de que la furica manera de madurarse para ¢l ejercicio de Ia libertad y de hacerla accesible a todos es
caminar dentro de ella.

Sciiores dipwtados, he pronunciado mis Gltimas palabras en este debate. Perdonadme si os molesté, considero que
es mi conviccion la que habla; que ante un ideal lo defenderia hasta la muerte; que pondria, como dije ayer, la
cabeza y ¢l corazon en el platillo de la balanza, de igual modo Breno coloct su espada, para que se inclinara en



favor del voto de Ia mujer, y que ademis sigo pensando, y no por vanidad, sino por Intima conviccion, que nadie
como yo sirve en estos momentos a la Repiblica espafiola.

Pocumento 3

Nada més llegar a Salamanca empecé a reorganizar la Seccién Femenina. Como Dora Maqueda estaba atin en
zona roja, nombré secretaria nacional provisional a Marichu de Ia Mora (que mds tarde seria directora de a
revista ¥).

Por aquel entonces estaba en Valladolid Mercedes Sanz Bachiller ; viuda de Onésimo Redondo, mujer dotada de
muy buenas cualidades y, muy segura de si misina, empezd en cierto modo a agrupar & la Seccién Femenina.
Tenia la facilidad de haber estado siempre en zona nacional, lo que le habfa permitido organizar la de Valladolid
¢ influir en otras provincias limitrofes.

Al llegar yo a Salamanca, me encontré con ese problema que sc crea a veces en periodos de crisis, y que no
siempre es efecto de mala voluntad, sino de deseos de servir. Por otro lado, en un viaje que Mercedes Sanz
Baciller hizo a Alemania habia estudiado aflf la organizacion del partido nazi y algunas de sus facetas, entre &stas
el « Auxilio de Invierno », que se llamé después « Auxilio Social », ¥ lo establecid en la Espafia liberada. Fue,
sin duda, el « Auxilio Social » una gran obra que vino a resolver muchos problemas en la refaguardia nacional.
M#s tarde creé también el Servicio Social de la Mujer, que obligaba a tadas las mujeres a dar seis meses de
servicio a Espaiia en comedores, hospitates, oficinas, eteétera... Una especie de «servicio militar» femenino, con
algunas excepciones. Este servicio debfa cumplirse entre los 17 y los 35 afios. Estas dos organizaciones cstaban,
naturalmente, nutridas por mujeres, de manera que si ne dependfan de la Seccidn Femenina ésta tenfa, en
cambio, y controlaba las mujeres de que se nutria, y, por fo tanto, gran parte de fa Scccién Femenina se convertia
por ¢l momento en sélo un fichero con el que proporcionar camaradas a Auxilio Social y al Servicio Social; ya
que, por otro lado, «Frentes y Hospitales» que agrupaba igualmente mujeres dependia también de una
delegacion aparte, dirigida por Marfa Rosa Urraca Pastor, valiosa persona pertencciente a la Comunién
Tradicionalista.

Todo esto suponia dificultades para la Seccidn Femenina, y habia que usar de mucha diplomacia, pero, al mismo
tiempo, de una tenacidad insobornable para poner las cosas en su sitio y devolver a cada cual su contenido.

Por aquellos dfas, y en otro orden de cosas, quisimos reforzar nuestras defensas espirituales, y envié una circular
a las provincias liberadas proclamando a Santa Teresa, Patrona de la Seccidn Femenina.

;Por qué escogi a Santa Teresa? Metidas en los avatares de la guerra, nuestra incipiente organizacién, nacida el
afio 34 como parte femenina de la Falange, no habia casi tenido tiempo, a causa de las persecuciones y de las
incomprensiones, de la falta de dinero y de tanias cosas mds. de expansionarse en proporeidn a lo que de
nosotras cntonces reclamaba Yspaiia. Pero ahora, ya inmensamente grande y con muchisimas responsabiidades,
pensé que debiamos buscar apoyos sobrenaturales que vinieran en ayuda de nuestra limpia intencién de servir, y,
sin dudarlo, Ia eleccién recayd en Santa Teresa. [...} Ella, ficl reflejo de la Espana de su época, lo cra también de
la Espana de siempre, de su Avila natal, de la Espafa que nosotras querfamos. Quizd por eso clfa ha estado
siempre a nuestro lado, desde que empezamos nuestra tarca. Y si es verdad que en la Seccion Femenina hay
autenticidad, generosidad, ausencia de melancolia, rectitud de intencidn, a Santa Teresa se lo debemos.
Teniéndola por Patrona no caben melindres ni falsedades, sino verdad, alegria, decision, necesidad de llegarse a

Dios. [...]

La ley de 1961 y su ampliacién de 27 de diciembre de 1966, evidentemente, han sido uno de nuestros grandes
logros, y la demostracién de cudn equivecados cstén los que creen que es a partir de [975 cuando se ha
empezado a hacer algo para la liberacion de la mujer, o que ta Seccién Femenina se ha limitado a preparar a la
mujer pata sus deberes familiares, cosa, por ofro lade, importantisima ¢ irrenunciable, pero que no se habia
preocupado de nada més en virtud de una supuesta mentalidad retrograda.

Pero no son éstas solas las leyes importantes conseguidas que hayan cambiade como de la noche al dia fa
situacion de la mujer en Espafia. Bastante mas adelante, en ¢l 73, al detectar una fuerte inquietud ante la actitud
de los érganos de Gobierno, inicio la Seccién Femenina una nueva trayectoria para conseguir algo tan
trascendental como la reforma del derecho de familia, lo que suponfa una reforma del Codige Penal. Entre las
razenes que nos empujaban a ello, las mis importantes eran que en €1 se dictaminaba :

Todo esto fue defendido por Carmen Salinas, asesor juridico de la Seccién Femenina, quien después formé parte
de una comision designada al efecto e incorporada mds tarde, por decisién del ministro de Justicia, a la Comisién
General de Codificacién, quien estimé dar prioridad a los estudios hechos por la primera comision, incorporando
a Carmen Salinas y a Belén Landdburu, representante entonees, también, de la Scccion Femenina a la Comision
General de Codificacion. Asi se consiguid la redaccion de un proyecto de ley que se aprobé en el Pleno de fas
Cortes del 29 de abrit de 1975,

A Nau de Icaro ou o fim da emigragiio

As nagbes emigrantes ndio podem assumir positivamente — salvo através de dispositivos
complexos de ocultagio — o fenomeno da emigragiio. Todos sabem bem que se trata de uma
perda de substincia do seu ser, uma hemorragia, a meio caminho entre a sangria salvadora ¢ a
sangria mortal. Todos sabem melhor ainda que a emigrag#o &, simultaneamente, o sinfoma ¢ a
sangfio de um estado de subdesenvolvimento — absoluto ou relativo — ou de uma dissemetria
grave no interior de um contexto econdémico constrangedor como o destino. Reconhecer o
caracter, ao mesmo tempo, estrutural € histérico do drama da emigragfio, dissocid-lo da ideia
de fatalidade natural, equivaleria, no minimo, a pér em causa a ordem do mundo em que ele
toma este aspecto, Perspectiva rara, mesmo na época da critica radical do sistema econdémico
moderno, e impensavel no quadro cultural de um pais onde a emigragiio parece evidente
desde h4 séculos. Alids, esse fenémeno nio era percebido no discurso da Europa, avant garde
do progresso ¢ promotora da revolugfio industrial, como prego a pagar para esse progresso ¢,
simultaneamente, como expressiio da “plenitude de energia” de um continente fustigado por
esta mesma revolugdo?

Progresso ¢ emigraciio caminhavam a par. Aquilo de que a mdquina europeia ndo
tinha necessidade (ou que nfio conseguia integrar) podia dispersar-se sobre esses espagos-
continentes que, ou pertenciam (por assim dizer) 4 Europa, ou estavam inseridos havia muito
tempo no sistema da economia europeia: o Brasil, o México, a Argentina ¢, naturalmente, 0s
Estados Unidos. A infelicidade de uns faria a felicidade dos outros e, por fim, a felicidade de
todos. A segunda metade do século XIX e a primeira metade do século XX sfo a idade de
ouro — se assim pode dizer-se — da emigrago, aquela sobre a qual se constroem as grandes
nacdes do futuro, sobretudo a América. E entfio que, no seu conjunto, a Europa se torna um
continente de emigrantes. Ela livra-se dos seus pobres para que se tornem ricos {ou menos
pobres) algures. Desta epopeia dolorosa e exaltante, Charlot permanccera para sempre o
simbolo ambiguo. A sua silhueta e o seu saco inscreverfio o emigrante ¢ todas as suas
quimeras no imaginario do século XX. As “luzes da ribalta” tinham gerado o herdi por
exceléncia de nenhuma parte ¢ de todos os lugares, tentando apagar, pela sua atitude
bamboleante, a fronteira que separa aqueles que tém uma patria bem sua daqueles que foram
obrigados a abandona-la. [...]

Ha cinco séculos, pois, que a Europa se exporta através do seu comercio, do seu savoir
faire, das suas ideias, das suas modas, da sua religido. Ela coloniza e emigra para consolidar a
sua presenga ou para se livrar dos seus pesadelos. Vinte anos apés a segunda guetrra mundial,
comego do seu fim como continente imperialista, a Europa recicla, melhor ou pior, as suas
armas, as suas maquinas, os seus bancos, as suas escolas, ou deixa-os em heranga a povos que
despertam. Vira-se, enfim, como antes do século XV, para si propria. Ndo tem necessidade de
emigrar para voltar a refazer o seu tecido econémico gragas 4 ajuda dos Estados Unidos que
se instalam, por direito de vitéria, no seu coragdo. Toda a méo-de-obra europeia disponivel



consegue empregar-se no que vai tornar-se a reconstrugfio europeia, essencialmente a da
Franca, a da Alemanha, a da Inglaterra. Nasce entfio uma imigragio volante, intra-europeia,
que esta terminando sob os nossos olhos. Italianos, jugoslavos, turcos, emigram, se € que
ainda podemos empregar esta palavra. Trata-se de uma nova emigragéo, ou melhor, de uma
migracio complexa que, pouco a pouco, muda uma Europa, outrora emigrante, em continente
de imigragio. Sem alarde, em algumas dezenas de anos, a Buropa tornou-se para si propria e
sobretudo para os outros, candidatos & emigragdo, uma ins6lita América. A nossa vez chegou
nos anos 60. Paradoxo supremo, os Portugueses sentem entdo na carne que Portugal € um pais
de emigrantes. E mesmo um pouco mais: um pafs que, por assim dizer, emigra.

Em alguns anos, mais de um milh#io — 10% da populagio — passa a fronteira e
instala-se no coracfio da Europa. Esse éxodo espectacular cessou ha ja alguns anos, mas 4]
agora comecamos a medir as suas verdadeiras consequéncias. Pela primeira vez na nossa
historia tornAmo-nos emigrantes aos olhos dos outros europeus. Nunca tinhamos sido
confrontados com um desafio desta ordem. Mesmo actualmente, os portugueses de Portugal
avaliam mal o tipo de perturbagfio cultural que esta nova imagem de si proprios ocasionou.
Preferem niio se dar conta disso, imaginando, por exemplo, que a entrada oficial de Portugal
na CEE é um acontecimento mais importante. Agora, que o traumatismo foi ultrapassado ¢ a
experiéncia mostra que sob esta nova imagem os Portugueses, com o seu capital e a sua
heranca histéricos, se revelaram capazes de sobreviver e de se impor num espago economico
e cultural mais exigente do que aquele a que o seu passado colonizador os tinha habituado,
podemos falar do assunto. Nada foi premeditado. Todavia, durante uma trintena de anos,
milhares de homens e de mulheres, em geral sem grande qualificagfio no dominio do trabalho
ou das técnicas modernas, transformaram, 4 sua maneira — como se de tal nfo se
apercebessem —, a imagem inicial do emigrante. [...]

Na Idade Média, precisamente no pais de Breughel, existia o costume de amontoar os
excluidos numa nave que deixavam ir, sem guia, ao sabor da corrente, Chamavam-lhe a «nave
dos loucos». Nos niio éramos nem excluidos nem malditos, mas apenas um povo, outrora
mediador entre o Ocidente e o Oriente, um pouco entorpecido ¢ quase contente de estar ao
largo da Europa. Talvez porque jé ndo disponha de barcos majestosos como 0s gue Breughel
pintou, ancorados no coragfo da Europa, apetece imaginar que a wave Portugal», a das
gentes que emigraram ou das que ficaram no lar, se encontra de novo em casa neste porto de
sonho do pintor da Flandres, onde a Europa tem dificuldade em vencer os seus demoénios. E
sobretudo que o nosso velho navio ressuscitado voltou ao porto sem sossobrar comio fcaro,
que j4 Camdes evocara como simbolo dos que sonham aventuras maiores do que cles.

Nas politicas de imigrag#o, Portugal faz a diferenca
O preconceito contra os imigrantes ainda ¢ lei entre os portugueses

Os portugueses continuam de pé airds, apesar de ja admitirem que os imigrantes sdo
fundamentais

A primeira vez que aconteceu foi na escola. "Preta!™ Houve outras vezes, mas para
Nédia, de 18 anos, filha de pais cabo-verdianos, nascida no concelho de Cascais, aquela foi a
que mais se assemelhou a uma bofetada - catapultou-a para o mundo dos "diferentes”. Ela ndo
esquecen, embora admita que as coisas entretanto melhoraram.

Desde a altura em que os pais de Nadia chegaram a Portugal, o ntimero de imigrantes
passou de menos de 50 mil para 420 mil. Eles passaram de, certo modo, a fazer parte da
"normalidade”. Mas Nédia desconfia que ainda nfio seja bem assim: "Quando temos amigos
brances, hd pais que dizem logo que somos uma mé influéncia, Como se féssemos vm virus”.

As atitudes prevalecentes entre os portugueses ndo reflectem o investimento
institucional que tem sido feito no acolhimento de imigrantes, admite ao PUBLICO a
investigadora Verénica Policarpo, uma das autoras de um estudo da Universidade Catolica
sobre as representagdes que a populagiio nacional tem dos estrangeiros que residem por ca.
Esta dissondncia ajudara a explicar o fosso que parece existir entre a experiéncia de Nadia ¢ a



distingio feita a Portugal no més passado. Seja no que respeita as possibilidades de
regularizagiio dos imigrantes, como as condigdes de acesso destes aos cuidados de satde ¢ &
assisténeia social, que é garantido também aos que se encontram em situagfo ilegal, foi
considerado pelas Nagdes Unidas como o "mais gencroso” em matéria de politicas de
integragdo de imigrantes enfre 42 paises.

Falta agora avaliar a sua implementagdio, e esta, sim, poderd depender, em parte, do
que vai na cabega de muitos portugueses. O preconceito, sobretudo contra os africanos ¢ os
ilegais, figura entre os obstdculos j& identificados ao cumprimento da lei no que respeita, por
exemplo, ao acesso dos imigrantes aos cuidados de saide [...].

" Atitudes contraditorias”

Verdnica Policarpo fala de "atitudes contraditérias”. A percentagem de portugueses
que considera os imigrantes "fundamentais para a vida econdmica do pais” ultrapassou a
daqueles que consideram o contrrio; 0 mesmo se passou no que respeita aos que reconhecem
que os imigrantes ndo recebem mais do Estado do que aquilo que ddo.

Mas, em simultdneo, mais de metade dos portugueses mostrou-se seguro de que o
namero de imigrantes deve diminuir. S6 seis por cento defendeu o contrério. Estes valores
mostram que existe, de facto, uma "resisténcia & imigracfio", frisa.

"H4 uma norma social que é cada vez mais forte e entra em cada vez mais contextos
sociais que diz que é errado discriminar em fungfio da cor da pele ou da origem das pessoas.
Esta norma leva & inibicfio da manifestagfio aberta do preconceito, através de actos racistas,
violéncia xendfoba, etc., mas ndo impede o seu desenvolvimento ¢ manutengfio”, alerta o
psicdlogo social Jodo Antonio.

O que também se comprova nesta caracteristica nacional evidenciada no estudo da
UC, "Mais racistas” ¢ "menos racistas” aproximam-se nas suas posigdes quando € dada a estes
altimos "uma desculpa "politicamente correcta" para justificar a resisténcia aos imigrantes”,
revela Verénica Policarpo: "Aceita-se a presenga de imigrantes mas s6 em determinadas
condicBes, se tiverem trabalho, se nfio tiverem cometido nenhum tipo de crime, o que revela
uma diferenciacfio em relagfio & posigio assumida face aos nacionais”.

Africanos mais prejudicados

Entre os que partem e os que enfram - somos ainda mais um pafs de emigrantes (mais
de um milhio) do que de imigrantes -, Portugal continua de certo modo refém do pats fechado
que foi. "Quando conhecemos, somos acolhedores. Antes é que hd um problema. Somos um
povo timido, desconfiado, que reage de forma fechada ao que nfio conhece”, descreve a alta
comisséria para a Imigracio, que defende por isso a disseminagfio da mediagfo intercultural, a
ser desenvolvida sobretudo por imigrantes ou seus descendentes, formados para o efelto. "B
um método muito eficaz para a construgéio de pontes entre varias comunidades e culturas™.

A avalanche dos novos portugueses no Brasil

Enquanto a crise em Portugal estiver feia, a pressiio dos ilegais tenderd a crescer,

S6 na primeira metade deste ano, mais de 50 mil portugueses pediram residéncia no Brasil. E
multiplicam-se os trabalhadores ilegais. Vistos e burocracia tém sido o grande travéo.
Arquitectos, engenheiros, gestores parecem dominar. Mas ha quem chegue com o 12° ano.



Em Agosto de 2010, Céatia Almeida aterrou no Rio de Janeiro para participar no
Campeonato Mundial de Capoeira. Foi campedi e néo apanhou o voo de volta a Portugal. Uma
filha j4 estava com ela. A outra veio depois com o pai. Estdo todos a morar no Rio.

Algarvia de Albufeira, 30 anos, Catia faz parte da avalanche de novos portugueses no
Brasil, dificil de medir em niimeros. $6 entre Dezembro de 2010 e Junho de 2011, os pedidos
de residéncia permanente aumentaram de 276.703 para 328.856 (dados do ministério
brasileiro da Justiga).

Isto significa mais 52 mil portugueses em apenas meio ano, fora os vistos para
trabalho temporério, estudantes e investigadores. Mas para ter uma dimensiio justa da
realidade, seria preciso somar ainda todos os ilegais. Os vistos sdo o grande entrave da nova
corrida ao Brasil. Muitos dos porfugueses em situagiio legal conhecem varios ilegais. Mesmo
Chtia nfo esperava que a burocracia fosse tdo dificil. E as suas filhas sdo luso-brasileiras.

A histéria desta familia, na verdade, conta as duas comridas que aconteceram entre
Portugal e Brasil nos tltimos 20 anos. Primeiro, a corrida de brasileiros para Portugal, quando
o Brasil estava mal. Depois o contririo. “Conheci o meu marido em Albufeira em 19987,
conta ao PUBLICO., “Ele emigrara do Brasil para vir dar aulas de capoeira, tentar uma nova
vida.” Rapaz de Niterdi, 25 anos. Cétia tinha 17. Foi “mais ou menos amor & primeira vista”,
Um ano depois ja tinham uma filha, depois veio outra, depois Cétia investiu na capoeira. Em
2010 foi campea nacional € campef europeia. “E em Agosto a Camara de Albufeira pagou-me
a passagem para eu vir ao Mundial no Rio.” Era a oportunidade que a familia precisava para
inverter a cmigragfio. As coisas em Portugal n#o estavam boas. “Eu trabalthava como
recepcionista num hotel em Albufeira, o meu marido era bombeiro profissional. Estdvamos a
viver para pagar as contas e ja nfio dava, com duas filhas, a casa, dgua, luz, telefone. Numa
dessas noites de insonia a gente resolveu: vamos embora.”

Catia veio com a filha de 12 anos, que também ¢ camped de capoeira e teve direito a
passagem. Mie e filha esperaram pai ¢ filha ¢ foram morar para uma casa que a familia dele
tinha em Abolicio, um sublirbio da Zona Norte. Ndo ¢ o cartdo-postal carioca, e Catia
arranjou um emprego de recepcionista num hotel da Barra da Tijuca, outro extreno da cidade.
Longas viagens de autocarro todos os dias. Mas ela esté satisfeita. “O hotel paga-me vale de
transporte e alimentagio, da-me seguro de satde ¢ seguro odontoldgico para mim e para os
meus dependentes, uma cesta basica de 60 reais, estou a sentir-me super bem tratada.” Para a
Joucura de pregos que tomou o Rio, o saldrio nfio ¢ alto, 2000 reais (820 euros), com uma
folga semanal apenas, mas o marido também ja estd contratado por uma ONG como professor
de capoeira numa zona pobre.

“O custo de vida é alto em relagio ao que ganhamos, telefone, luz, alimentacio”,
reconhece Cétia. “Mas 14 metade do salario era para pagar a casa, Aqui o estilo de vida é bem
melhor, Todo o fim-de-semana vamos a um cinema, a um teatro. Em Portugal sé assisti a
teatro na escola. E gosto do trabalho, estou a conseguir destacar-me. Em Portugal nunca tinha
feito uma faculdade, fui mfie muito cedo. E aqui ji completei o primeiro semestre de
Educagéo Fisica.”
