DOCUMENT 1

Der Schrifisteller Ernst von Salomon (1902-1972) wurde wegen seiner Beteiligung am Rathenaw-Mord (1922)
zu fiinf Jahren Zuchthaus verurteilt.

Plaas sagte: « Ich glaube, man muBl da zwei Dinge auseinanderhalten. Einmal den Plan, das
Konzept, in dem die Sache beschlossen war — und dann die persénlichen Motive, welche die
Einzelnen bewogen, an der Tat teilzunehmen. Der Plan, ja, wie kam der zustande? Eigentlich
war der einzige politische Nenner, auf den die gesamte ‘nationale Bewegung' damals zu
bringen war, negativ; er hiefl: SchliuB mit der Erfiillungspolitik! Dariiber waren sich alle
Gruppen und Griippchen einig, wenn sie auch {ber sonst nichts einig waren. So war es
eigentlich eine Temperamentssache, wenn ich mich so ausdriicken darf. Es lieB sich denken,
daf} die nationale Bewegung immer breitere Ausmalfle annchmen werde, daB sie allmihlich so
stark werde, zahlenmifig, - es bestand die Moglichkeit sehr wohl, daB sie einmal auf
parlamentarischem Wege zur Macht gelangen konnte, oder wenigstens durch ihr Gewicht
bewirken kénnte, der Erfiillungspolitik, die uns vollig an den Westen auszulicfern drohte, ein
Ende zu machen. Aber einmal sah das ganz und gar nicht so aus, als wiirde die Entwicklung
diesen Weg nehmen, und dann hiitte diese Entwicklung — es ist die, die dann wirklich durch
die Nationalsozialisten bestimmt wurde, — eben gerade die Dinge zur Voraussetzung gehabt,
die wir, und nicht nur vom Temperamente her, unter allen Umstinden verhiiten wollten, die
Entwicklung in die Breite, in die Massen und in die Massentendenzen. Wir wollten verhiiten,
dal hier schlieBlich einfach Beelzebub mit dem Teufel ausgetrieben werde, daB die nationale
Bewegung zur Macht gelange, indem sie die Mittel der Gegner benutze, Partei werde,
Organisation zum Zwecke der Wahlen. Wir wollten von vomherein eine grundsitzliche
Anderung der Dinge, die 'mationale Revolution, die uns von der materiellen und
ideologischen Herrschaft des Westens ebenso befreien sollte wie in der franzdsischen
Revolution Frankreich vom Kdnigtum. Also muBlten auch unsere Mitglieder andere sein. Ich
glaube, es war Kern selbst, der schlieBlich in die erhitzte Diskussion den vom Temperamente
her logischen Gedanken warf, dann miisse eben jeder Erfilillungspolitiker 'beseitigt’ werden.
'Beseitigt, das hieB natiirlich schlichtweg: get6tet. Was standen denn fiir andere Mittel zur
Verfiigung? Keiner, der vor dieser Konsequenz zuriickschreckte, konnte eines nennen. Und
als ein Kreis beisammen war, ein sehr kleiner Kreis, der so weit zustimmte, entwickelte sich
das Weitere sozusagen mechanisch. Da wurde der Gedanke aufgenommen, daf jedes einzelne
Attentat zumindest 'die Entwicklung weiter trieb’, dal es 'Fanale' seien, Anzeichen einer
wirklichen, bedrohlichen Verzweiflung, die den Erfilllungspolitikern die ungeheure
Verantwortlichkeit ihres Wegs und dessen Folgen zeigen sollten — es war eine #hnliche
Atmosphire, wie sie wohl zu den Zeiten herrschte, als die russischen Sozialrevolutionire ihre
Attentate planten, nur mit dem allerdings schwerwiegenden Unterschied, daB deren
Entschliisse zuletzt doch dem Glauben an die Durchsetzung einer Ideologie, einer
durchgebildeten politischen und wirtschaftlichen Lehre entsprangen, und unsere mehr einem
aligemeinen Gefiihl. Nun, auch die Lehren der Sozialrevolutionire haben sich nur sehr




bedingt durchgesezt. Jedenfalls, dort wie hier spielte sich das Weitere mechanisch ab. Dort
wie hier tauchten 'Listen' auf, und auf einer dieser Listen stand bei uns, neben vielen anderen,
auch der Name Rathenau. »

« Die Liste », sagte ich, die « Liste! Die ganze Liste bestand aus einem kleinen, schmutzigen
Stiick Papier, auf welchem mit Bleistift kreuz und quer Namen standen, manche
durchgestrichen, manche wieder hinzugefiigt. Die meisten von den Namen waren mir
{iberhaupt kein Begriff, ich mufite mich erst mithsam mit ihnen befassen, [...] im ganzen fiel
mir auf, daf} ziemlich viel Juden darunter waren. Einen strich ich einfach von der Liste,
Wassermann, weil ich dachte, es sei Jakob Wassermann gemeint, der Dichter, es war aber
Oskar Wassermann gemeint, der Bankdirektor, von dem ich nichts wuBte. Das Ganze war
schon eine unglaublich leichtfertige Angelegenheit. Ich sah die Liste erst sehr spit, in Berlin,
mitten in den Vorbereitungen zum Rathenau-Attentat. Kern hatte sie in der Pension am
Schiffbauerdamm, wo wir wohnten, auf dem Tisch liegenlassen. Es war auch reiner Zufall,
daB ich am Rathenau-Mord teilnahm, es geschah einfach 'mechanisch’, weil ich mich so sehr
an Kem attachiert hatte. Spiter, als ich die 'Geiichteten' fertig hatte, als das Buch mir in den
Druckfahnen vorlag, fiel mir auf, dal in dem ganzen Buch nicht ein antisemitisches Wort
enthalten war. Tatséchlich war Rathenau ja der einzige Jude, der von uns ermordet wurde. »

« Wir waren aber Antisemiten », sagte Plaas. {...]

18. Oktober 1977, Die nach Mogadischu entfiihrte ,,Landshut® wird gestiirmt, Hanns-Martin
Schleyer wird von der RAF ermordet, A. Baader, G. Ensslin und J.-C. Raspe begehen
Selbstmord in Stammheim.

Die RAF wollte mit alten Nazis wie Hanns-Martin Schleyer abrechnen und machte
gemeinsame Sache mit den Feinden Israels — wie passt das zusammen?

Doch, das war denkbar, dass Sympathien fiir Paldstinenser bei Leuten entstanden, die so
empdrt waren liber das an den Paldstinensern begangene Unrecht, dass sie beim Attentat auf
die israelischen Sportler bei der Olympiade in Miinchen Beifall klatschten. Sie kannten die
Grenze nicht mehr. Dass die jungen Leute auf die Seite der Palistinenser getrieben wurden,
lag nicht zuletzt auch an grofen selbsternannten Philosemiten wie Axel Springer, zugleich der
Verleger der selbsternannten Blédzeitung, die an einem Tag Elogen auf Israel druckte, am
anderen Tag die protestierende Jugend als Ungeziefer oder Desperados bezeichnete. Es war
eine Zeit voller Ressentiments, in der ich die Leute auf der StraBe sagen hérte, man sollte die
Demonstranten besser vergasen. Ich erinnere mich, wie ich einmal darauf antwortete: Ach
nein, nicht vergasen, durch den Fleischwolf drehen und Hackfleisch draus machen. Erst als
ich derart iibertrieb, wurden sie stutzig,

Also entstand die RAF als ein Gesamtprodukt der Stimmung im Land?

Es herrschie ein Lynchklima gegeniiber den Jiingeren mit ihren unbequemen Fragen und
ihrem Wunsch nach einem weniger vorgeschriebenen Leben. Das begann schon vor 1968,
denken Sie an das Verbot, Kondome offen zu verkaufen, an den Kuppelei- und den
Homosexuellenparagrafen. Schon wihrend der Schwabinger Krawalle im Juni 1962 wurden
Jugendliche, die nichts weiter taten, als auf den StraBen zu musizieren, dafiir maltritiert.

Dagegen ist die Polizei massiv eingeschritten, es kam zu den ersten Strafienschlachten am
Ende der Ara Adenauer.

Warum diese Stimmung spiéter eskalierte, zeigt das Beispiel Helmut Schmidt. Neulich wurde
mir das wieder klar, als ich das Gespriich mit ihm in der ,,Zeit* las. Giovanni di Lorenzo sagte
zu Schmidt, der Rechtsstaat sei mit der Ermordung des Studenten Benno Ohnesorg in Frage
gestellt worden. Schmidt erklédrte darauf, der Rechtsstaat werde nicht dadurch gefihrdet, dass
ein durchgedrehter Polizist jemanden erschiefit. Er hat nichts verstanden — ganz Berlin war
damals durchgeknallt. Die Westberliner Polizei sah tatenlos zu, als sogenannte Jubelperser
vom iranischen Geheimdienst beim Schahbesuch im Juni 1962 auf Demonstranten
einpriigelten. Der Polizeiprisident hatte die ,Leberwurst-Taktik* entwickelt: In die Mitte
hineinstechen, damit der Zug der Demonstranten auseinander bricht. Das war damals die
Rhetorik der Alteren gegeniiber den Jiingeren.

Ein grofes Nichtverstehen der neuen Generation?

Ja. Der Bundeskanzler kannte das Klima nicht, er sa} in Bonn, hatte in der Wehrmacht
gedient und war umgeben von anderen, die gedient hatten. Die gesamte politische Klasse war
militdrisch gepriigt, und wer aus einem Krieg kommt, der ist seelisch beschidigt. Die Sprache
dieser Politiker, auch die Sprache der Medien, war voll von dem alten Geschnauze und
Geschmetter, das Bellende, Kldffende war noch da. Einige Male habe ich Reden fiir Helmut
Schmidt geschrieben, sein Schmidt-Schnauze-Ton war mir freilich fremd. Die jungen Leute
wollten mit so einem Ton nicht leben. Da erkannte man iiberall noch — bis in die Gegenwart
tibrigens — die Schleifspuren der Nazizeit.

Staat und Studenten — standen da zwei Seiten mit ihrem jeweiligen Realititsverlust
einander gegeniiber?

Diese Spaltungen waren auch das Produkt der Politik Adenauers. Mit unglaublicher Perfidie
zog er die ehemaligen Soldaten auf die Seite der CDU, etwa als er iiber Willy Brandt — der
eine Ausnahme war und ein Segen fiir das Land — abfiillig bemerkte: ,,Uneheliches Kind,
norwegische Uniform.“ So hat er die Triger der Wehrmachtsuniform, der Lrichtigen
Uniform®, nachtriiglich aufgewertet und sie sich als Wihler gesichert. Die Hysterie gegeniiber
Sozialisten und Kommunisten hat Adenauer bewusst geschiirt. Dabei war das unnétig —
Frankreich hatte zeitweise 30 Prozent Kommunisten, Italien 35 Prozent, die Demokratie hat
das gut liberstanden. In Deutschland kam die kommunistische Partei auf gerade 2,2 Prozent.

Mit der RAF tauchte ein anderes Kaliber auf: Mord als politisches Mittel,

Wie man mit der RAF hiitte anders umgehen kénnen, das weiB ich auch nicht, aber man hitte
es versuchen miissen. Auf alle Fille waren die Reaktionen des Staats unverhiltnismiBig.
Denken Sie an dieses Gedicht von Erich Fried, ich habe es gerade in unseren neuen
Herbstkatalog aufnehmen lassen. ,Mit Verleumdung und Unterdriickung / und
Kommunistenverbot / (...) gelang es den Herrschenden / eine Handvoll empérte Empérer /
Ulrike Meinhof / Horst Mahler / und einige mehr / so weit zu treiben / daB sie den Sinn
verloren / fiir das was in dieser Gesellschaft verwirklichbar ist.*

Am Schluss stellt Erich Fried eine Frage.

Er schreibt dort: ,,Aber Anfrage an die Justiz / betreffend die Linge der Strafen: Wieviel
Tausend Juden / muss ein Nazi ermordet haben /um heute verurteilt zu werden / zu so langer
Haft?“ Diese Frage hat Bestand, davon bin ich {iberzeugt.




Sie waren mit Ulrike Meinhof befreundet und haben ihr Buch ,,Bambule* veriffentlicht,
eine Kritik am Fiirsorgesystem.

Da war sie schon im Untergrund, das Manuskript hat sie mir nicht selber iibergeben. Aber ich
hatte mit ihr Kontakt, auch danach noch. Allerdings galt ich bei denen auch als hedonistisch,
anarchistisch. Einmal, als ich ihr sagte, ich werde nun drei Wochen in Ferien fahren und nicht
etreichbar sein, beschwerte sie sich: ,,Der Vietcong macht auch keinen Urlaub!*

Ideen aus der Gifikiiche

Die jiingsten Vorschldge des Bundesinnenministers, grofiziigig auf die Passbilder der Biirger zuzugreifen und
ihre Fingerabdriicke zu speichern, sind Teil einer Strategie: Wolfgang Schiuble will dem Staat im
Anti-Terror-Kampf ganz newe Méglichkeiten verschaffen.

Von seinem Vorginger unterscheidet sich Bundesinnenminister Wolfeang Schiuble
angenehm. Wo Otto Schily (SPD) mit Césarenstimme iiber Sicherheit und Ordnung
dozierte, schwibelt der christdemokratische Nachfolger mit besorgt gerunzelter Stirn
nachdenkliche Sitze iiber das grofe Ganze.

Freundlich erkldrt der oberste Inhaber von Polizeigewalt in Deutschland, dass der Rechtsstaat
sich allmihlich auflése: Angesichts des ,,neuen Terrorismus" verschwommen ,,die Grenzen"
zwischen innerer und &duBerer Sicherheit, verldren ,die iiberkommenen Begriffe ihre
Trennschirfe und damit ihre Relevanz". Selbst ,,Krieg oder Frieden", das sei nicht mehr klar
auseinanderzuhalten.

Wie ernst der 64-jahrige Jurist das meint, ist vielen erst seit der vergangenen Woche klar. Da
wurde der jiingste Coup des Ministers zur Verschirfung des Rechts der inneren Sicherheit ruchbar:
Mit einer Anderung des Passgesetzes soll die Polizei erméchtigt werden, online Zugriff auf die




digitalisierten Passfotos der Biirger zu bekommen. Auch die kiinftig in Pissen gespeicherten
Fingerabdriicke sollen nach dem Willen des Ministers bei den Meldeimtern zur Verfligung stehen.

Dass die Polizei Ausweisbilder fiir die Fahndung benutzt, ist gar nicht so neu, bisher wurden
die Fotos halt per Fax oder Post iibermittelt. Doch die Sache hat Methode. Uniibersehbar ist
miltlerweile, wie sich ein Gesetzgebungsvorhaben zum anderen fiigt: Hinter allem, was
Schiuble anschiebt, steckt ein durchdachter Umbauplan fiir den Rechtsstaat. Der leise
Bundesinnenminister ist dabei, seine Vorstellungen vom Krieg gegen den Terror Zug um Zug
umzusetzen.

“Es ist meine Aufgabe, fiir die Sicherheit der Menschen zu sorgen”: Es war jetzt das dritte Mal
innerhalb weniger Wochen, dass der Minister mit solchen Worten neue Gesetze ankiindigte.
Anfang des Monats ging es darum, die Rasterfahndung* auszuweiten und die heimliche Online-
Durchsuchung von Computern zu erlauben. Dann legte Schiuble Pline zum Grofen
Lauschangriff vor, jetzt sind die Passgesetze dran. Kanzlerin Angela Merkel, die sich fiir
Fragen der inneren Sicherheit nicht sonderlich interessiert, ldsst ihm freie Hand.

Selbst Polizisten sind irritiert, was sie alles diirfen kénnen sollen: ,.Ein Trommelfeuer” sei es,
sagt Klaus Jansen, Chef des Bundes Deutscher Kriminalbeamter, das der Minister gegen das
Bose von diesseits und jenseits der Grenzen entfache. , Mit unglaublicher Kaltbliitigkeit" baue
der Christdemokrat den Rechtsstaat um, staunt Konrad Freiberg, der Vorsitzende der
Gewerkschaft der Polizei. Die Festung Deutschland, wie sie Schiuble und vielen
Innenpolitikern der Union vorschwebt, besteht einstweilen aus Teilstiicken und Baustellen:

Die mit der Féderalismusreform gewonnene Bundeskompetenz fiir das Meldewesen soll zur
Errichtung eines zentralen Einwohnerregisters genutzt werden ; vor wenigen Wochen lief3
Schiuble die zentrale Anti-Terror-Datei in Betrieb nehmen, einen gemeinsamen Pool der
Informationen von 38 verschiedenen Behorden des Bundes und der Lénder; auch die Daten
der Mautbriicken iiber den Autobahnen sollen kiinftig zur Fahndung freigegeben werden.

Das offensichtliche Ziel ist es, die Daten der Biirger zu komplettieren und den Umgang damit
zu zentralisieren. Zugleich werden die Voraussetzungen, unter denen die Obrigkeit ihre Biirger
ausspionieren darf, immer weiter gefasst.

War bisher die heimliche polizeiliche Datenerhebung im Wesentlichen auf die Verfolgung
schwerer Straftaten begrenzt, soll kiinftig der Informationszugriff auf Computer oder
Wohnungen priventiv zur Gefahrenabwehr méglich sein, ohne dass es auf Straftaten
ankommt. Das bedeutet: Opfer solcher Intimausspihung kann jeder unverdichtige Biirger
werden. Und damit all dies mit Tatkraft geschehen kann, hat die GroBe Koalition bei der
Foderalismusreform eine neue Zustindigkeit des Bundeskriminalamts (BKA) fiir die priventive
Arbeit begriindet.

Wie Bremens Althiirgermeister Scherf Ex-Tervoristin Susanne Albrecht eine Lehrerstelle besorgte

Sie kam mit einem Straufl Blumen. Niemand im Haus von Dresdner-Bank-Chef
Jurgen Ponto schopfte an jenem 30. Juli 1977 Verdacht. Denn die damals 26-jihrige
Susanne Albrecht war die Tochter eines Schulfreundes. ,,Onkel Jiirgen" nannte sie
den Mann, den sie mit ihren beiden Begleitern entfilhren wollte. Doch Ponto
wehrte sich. Die Kugeln, mit denen die Terroristen Christian Klar und Brigitte
Mohnhaupt den Banker erschossen, leiteten den ,,.Deutschen Herbst" ein, in .dem
die Rote Armee Fraktion (RAF) die Republik terrorisierte.

Der Fall Albrecht lost 30 Jahre nach dem Ponto-Mord erneut eine hochst
emotionale Debatte {iber den Umgang mit den RAF-Tétern aus. In Bremen, wo am 13.
Mai eine neue Blirgerschaft gewihlt wird, streiten Politiker iiber die Frau, die 1979 auch
am gescheiterten Anschlag auf den Nato-Oberbefehlshaber Alexander Haig beteiligt
war.

Sonderbehandlung fiir Ex-Terroristin. Ausgerechnet einen Job als Lehrerin an einer
vom Bremer Senat geforderten Stadtteilschule verschaffte ihr der damalige
Bildungssenator und spétere Biirgermeister Henning Scherf. Bereits 1993, die zu zwdlf
Jahren Haft verurteilte Albrecht saB gerade seit einem Jahr in der Bremer
Justizvollzugsanstalt, wies Senator Scherf seinen Referenten fiir die ,,Férderung
von Migranten" an, der Freigingerin zu helfen. Der bat die Geschiftsfihrung der
privaten Stadtteilschule Walle laut internem Untersuchungsbericht zu priifen, ,,unter
welchen Bedingungen und in welchem Umfang sie im unterrichtsergéinzenden Bereich
eingesetzt werden konnte ".

Die heute 56-jahrige Pidagogin habe nie zum harten Kern der RAF gehdrt und ihre
Strafe abgesessen, rechtfertigst Scherf sein Engagement. Beim Ponto-Mord hatte
Albrecht die Kugeln aus ihrer Waffe genommen und den Verrat an ,,Onkel
Jirgen" offenbar spiter bereut. Vor Gericht sagte sie gegen Mohnhaupt und Klar
aus und bescheinigte der RAF , kaltbliitige Brutalitt".

Kritik an Scherf kommt aber auch aus den eigenen Reihen. Klaus Wedemeier, bis
1995 Bremer SPD-Biirgermeister, wusste nichts von der Hilfsaktion seines
Justiz- und Bildungssenators und fiihlt sich hintergangen. ,Das hitte Scherf mir
sagen miissen”, empdrt sich Wedemeier gegeniiber FOCUS. ,,Es war nicht die
Aufgabe des Bildungsressorts, sich um Albrecht zu kiimmern.©

Als  ,skandalésen Vorgang" bezeichnet Bremens Innensenator und CDU-
Spitzenkandidat Thomas Rowekamp die Mafinahme. Der Freigang aus dem Gefingnis
kdnne unméglich in eine Schule fiihren. ,Kinder sind keine Versuchsobjekte bei der
Resozialisierung”, sagt Rowekamp. Wahlkampfgegner Jens Bshmsen widerspricht
dem nicht.

DOCUMENT 1

Social Insurance and Allied Services. A report by Sir William Beveridge

The main feature of the Plan for Social Security is a scheme of social insurance against
interruption and destruction of earning power and for special expenditure arising at birth,
marriage or death. The scheme embodies six fundamental principles : flat rate of subsistence
benefit; flat rate of contribution; unification of administrative responsibility; adequacy of
benefit; comprehensiveness; and classification. Based on them and in combination with
national assistance and voluntary insurance as subsidiary methods, the aim of the Plan for
Social Security is to make want under any circumstances unnecessary.

o)
THE NATURE OF SOCIAL INSURANCE

20. Under the scheme of social insurance, which forms the main feature of this plan, every
citizen of working age will contribute in his appropriate class according to the security that he
needs, or as a married woman will have contributions made by the husband. Each will be
covered for all his needs by a single weekly contribution on one insurance document. All the
principal cash payments—for unemployment, disability and retirement will continue so long
as the need lasts, without means test, and will be paid from a Social Insurance Fund built up
by contributions from the insured personms, from their employers, if any, and from the State.
This is in accord with two views as to the lines on which the problem of income maintenance
should be approached.

21. The first view is that benefit in return for contributions, rather than free allowances from
the State, is what the people of Britain desire. This desire is shown both by the established
popularity of compulsory insurance, and by the phenomenal growth of voluntary insurance
against sickness, against death and for endowment, and most recently for hospital treatment.
It is shown in another way by the strength of popular objection to any kind of means test. This
objection springs not so much from a desire to get everything for nothing, as from resentment
at a provision which appears to penalise what people have come to regard as the duty and
pleasure of thrift, of putting pennies away for a rainy day. Management of one's income is an
essential element of a citizen's freedom. Payment of a substantial part of the cost of benefit as
a contribution irrespective of the means of the contributor is the firm basis of a claim to
benefit irrespective of means.

22. The second view is that whatever money is required for provision of insurance benefits, so
long as they are needed, should come from a Fund to which the recipients have contributed
and to which they may be required to make larger contributions if the Fund proves
inadequate. The plan adopted since 1930 in regard to prolonged unemployment and
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sometimes suggested for prolonged disability, that the State should take this burden off
insurance, in order to keep the contribution down, is wrong in principle. The insured persons
should not feel that income for idleness, however caused, can come from a bottomless purse.
The Government should not feel that by paying doles it can avoid the major responsibility of
seeing that unemployment and disease are reduced to the minimum. The place for direct
expenditure and organisation by the State is in maintaining employment of the labour and
other productive resources of the country, and in preventing and combating disease, not in
patching an incomplete scheme of insurance. '

23. The State cannot be excluded altogether from giving direct assistance to individuals in
need, after examination of their means, However comprehensive an insurance scheme, some,
through physical infirmity, can never contribute at all and some will fall through the meshes
of any insurance. The making of insurance benefit without means test unlimited in duration
involves of itself that conditions must be imposed at some stage or another as to how men in
receipt of benefit shall use their time, so as to tit themselves or to keep themselves fit for
service ; imposition of any condition means that the condition may not be fulfilled and that a
case of assistance may arise.

Moreover for one of the main purposes of social insurance—provision for old age or
retirement—the contributory principle implies contribution for a substantial number of years;
in the introduction of adequate contributory pensions there must be a period of transition
during which those who have not qualified for pension by contribution but are in need have
their needs met by assistance pensions. National assistance is an essential subsidiary method
in the whole Plan for Social Security, and the work of the Assistance Board shows that
assistance subject to means test can be administered with sympathetic justice and discretion
taking full account of individual circumstances. But the scope of assistance will be narrowed
from the beginning and will diminish throughout the transition period for pensions. The
scheme of social insurance is designed of itself when in full operation to guarantee the income
needed for subsistence in all normal cases.

DOCUMENT 2
The NHS at 60

"60 years ago, in 1948, one of the great British institutions came into being.

The National Health Service - like the BBC or Parliament itself - fulfils a practical function:
but it also binds the nation together.

The 5 July 1948 - the day the NHS began - must have been an enormously exciting time for
anyone working in medicine.

And people here in Trafford - the place where Nye Bevan symbolically inaugurated the NHS
that day - by receiving the keys of the hospital on behalf of the state - know it more than
anyone.

I'd like to take this opportunity to extend an invitation to a celebration this summer, for
anyone who was working in the health service in 1948.

There are many things that Conservatives would want to improve about the NHS. But, 1
believe that Conservatives should never attack an institution which so many of our fellow
countrymen and women look to as one of the great achievements of our past. It's an institution
which embodies, in its very bricks and meortar, in its people, in its setvices, something which
is great about Britain.

That something is equity, the founding value of the NHS: the spirit of faimess for all, of
dignity in age and in pain and weakness the idea of our equality as human beings and the
equal right of everyone to care and comfort when they are born, when they are ill, and when
they are dying.

A system which strives for equal access to healthcare is not a dream of socialism. It is not a
hideous Marxist intrusion into the pure beauty of the free market. It is an institution I
acknowledge and respect as a Conservative - and for that matter, an institution I am happy
and proud to use as a father.

The NHS is suffering from the shoddy jargon-ridden schemes served up on powerpoint and
swallowed whole by the people who are supposed to be custodians of the health service and
custodians of taxpayers' money.

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population; and lastly, a new and extraordinary development in human communications and
the dispersal of knowledge.

These trends help explain why the founding principle of the NHS - equity - is more elusive
than ever. NHS patients still suffer the inverse care law defined by Julian Tudor Hart in the
1970s: the people who need the most care, get the least, and vice versa.

And these trends also explain why Britain is below the European average in terms not just of
equity, but of overall health outcomes: people don't get the standards of care they need.

I have put on record my commitment to equity, the founding principle of the NHS. A
Conservative Government will pursue these in two ways: empowering patients and
empowering professionals.

The best way to enhance the power of patients is through the mechanism of choice.

Quite simply, the option of gaining or losing patients is the most effective spur to
improvement on the part of doctors, hospitals and other care providers. So we will give
people a choice of GP.

We will allow patients to choose, in consultation with their GP, where they get their
secondary care. And we will ensure that hospitals and clinics and other care providers are
paid according to the results they achieve,

Remarks made by First Lady Hillary Rodham Clinton

at the Democratic National Convention

« Thank you. Thank you. Thank you. Thank you, Tipper. Thank you all so much. Thank you.
Thank you all and good evening. I am overwhelmed by your warm welcome.

I decided to do tonight what I've been doing for more than 25 years; I want to talk about what
matters most in our lives and in our nation - children and families,

I wish - I wish we could be sitting around a kitchen table, just us, talking about our hopes and
fears, about our children's futures. For Bill and me, family has been the center of our lives. -
But we also know that our family, like your family, is part of a larger community that can
help or hurt our best efforts to raise our child.




Right now, in our biggest cities and our smallest towns, there are boys and girls being tucked
gently into bed, and there are boys and girls who have no one to call mom or dad, and no
place to call home,

Right now there are mothers and fathers just finishing a long day's work. And there are
mothers and fathers just going to work, some to their second or third Jjobs of the day.

Right now there are parents worrying: "What if the baby sitter is sick tomorrow?" Or: "How
can we pay for college this fall?" And right now there are parents despairing about gang
members and drug pushers on the corners in their neighborhoods.

Right now there are parents questioning a popular culture that glamorizes sex and violence,
smoking and drinking, and teaches children that the logos on their clothes are more valued
than the generosity in their hearts.

But also right now there are dedicated teachers preparing their lessons for the new school
year. There are volunteers tutoring and coaching children. Thete are doctors and nurses caring
for sick children, police officers working to help kids stay out of trouble and off drugs.

Of course, parents, first and foremost, are responsible for their children.

But we are all responsible for ensuring that children are raised in a nation that doesn't Jjust talk
about family values, but acts in ways that value families. Just think - as Christopher Reeve so
eloquently reminded us last night, we are all part of one family - the American family. And
each one of us has value. Each child who comes into this world should feel special - every
boy and every girl.

Progress depends on the choices we make today for tomorrow, and on whether we meet our
challenges and protect our values. We can start by doing more to support parents and the job
they have to do. Issues - issues affecting children and families are some of the hardest we
face, as parents, as citizens, as a nation.

But today, too many new mothers are asked to get up and get out after 24 hours, and that is
Just not enough time for many new mothers and babies. That's why the president is right to
support a bill that would prohibit the practice of forcing mothers and babies to leave the
hospital in less than 48 hours.

That's also why more hospitals ought to instail 24-hour hotlines to answer questions once new
mothers and fathers get home. That's why home nurses can make such a difference to parents
who may not have grandparents or aunts and uncles around to help. We have to do whatever it
takes to help parents meet their responsibilities at home and at work. The very first piece of
legislation that my husband signed into law had been vetoed twice - the Family and Medical
Leave Law.

That law allows parents time off for the birth or adoption of a child or for family emergencies
without fear of losing their jobs. Already it has helped 12 million families, and it hasn't hurt
the economy one bit.

‘We all know that raising kids is a full-time job and since most parents work, they are, we are
stretched thin. Just think about what many parents are responsible for on any given day.
Packing lunches, dropping the kids off at school, going to work, checking to make sure that
the kids get home from school safely, shopping for groceries, making dinner, doing the
laundry, helping with homework, paying the bills, and I didn't even mention taking the dog to
the vet.
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Now the country must take the next step of helping unemployed Americans and their children
keep health insurance for six months after losing their jobs.

If you lose your job, it's bad enough, but your daughter shouldn't have to lose her doctor, too.
And our nation still must find a way to offer affordable health care coverage to the working
poor and the 10 million children who lack health insurance today.

The president also hasn't forgotten that there are thousands of children languishing in foster
care who can't be returned home. That's why he signed legislation last week that provides for
a $5,000 tax credit for parents who adopt a child. It also abolishes the barriers to cross-racial
adoptions. Never again will a racial barrier stand in the way of a family's love.

Parents are their child's first teachers. Not only do we need to read to our children and talk to
them in ways that encourage learning; we must support our teachers and our schools in deeds
as well as words.

DOCUMENT 4
Hunger and Homelessness Survey

Requests for emergency shelter by homeless families with children increased in 78 percent of
the survey cities during the last year. Charleston, San Francisco, Cedar Rapids, Louisville
Metro, and Philadelphia said that the number of requests by homeless families declined
during the last year. Kansas City reported that the number remained the same.

Across the survey cities, the average increase in request for emergency shelter by homeless
families with children was 7 percent. The percentage on increased requests ranged from 50
percent in Santa Monica, 23 percent in Salt Lake City and Detroit, 22 percent in New Orleans,
15 percent in Nashviile and Norfolk, 13 percent in Los Angeles, 10 percent in Chicago, 6
percent in Providence and one percent in Boston.

Among the comments from the city officials on requests for shelter by homeless families with
children:

Boston: There were 2,366 homeless men, women and children in families in emergency
shelter, domestic violence and transitional programs this year, as compared to 2,328 in similar
programs last year. Many families denied or terminated from shelter become statistically
invisible, but are living in the city in very precarious situations. This includes families that are
doubled up with another family or split up among various relatives or friends.

()

Among the explanations of the city officials on the duration of homelessness: Boston: The
length of stays for families living in shelter continues to be a complex picture. While
advocates had projected longer shelter stays for families unable to obtain vouchers, it appears
instead that many families are finding the system discouraging and are exiting more quickly.




For more than a year, families living in shelters have had enormous difficulty accessing
federal Section 8 housing subsidy vouchers. As a result, the majority of families leave shelter
without obtaining housing. Overall average stays in shelter decreased to less than 4 months.
In the past, Boston families waiting for housing had average stays that had been as high as 9
months, but with Section 8 funding frozen, families experience myriad difficuity staying in
shelters without a light at the end of the tunnel. The Section § crisis has made it impossible to
predict how long homeless families may have to wait to secure an affordable housing unit.
This has increased the possibility of administrative discharges for violations of increasingly
restrictive state shelter policies. Fewer than half of Boston families exit shelter for permanent
housing. This may suggest a kind of “creaming” and “silting” phenomenon, where those
families best resourced to exit to housing may be better served, while other families with less
capacity are exiting shelter but not to affordable housing. These families often split up or
double up.

The length of time for homeless adults has also been affected by the Section 8 crisis and
consequent stalling of affordable housing units available to disabled chronically homeless
unaccompanied adults. Estimates of chronic homelessness among single adults reach as high
as 35-40 percent. Availability of SROs” or other low-income rental housing is extremely
limited. A major loss of 50 percent of acute substance abuse treatment beds in Greater Boston
continues to adversely affect the prospects for chronic alcoholic and drug-abusing individuals
to break the addiction cycle and access transitional programs and housing. Many participants
in transitional programs cannot find rooms to rent at prices they can afford, and remain
homeless even though they have found employment.

Salt Lake City: Data from The Road Home, Utah's largest shelter, show that for women and
families the number served increased, while the length of stay decreased. For example, the
number of family members served in the last year increased by 23 percent, while the length of
stay in the Family Shelter decreased by 4.9 percent to an average of 65.14 days. For single
women the number of women served increased by 21.9 percent, while the length of stay
decreased by 11 percent for an average length of stay of 49.7 days. This could be due to the
practice of placing people into housing as soon as possible after entering shelter. For single
men, the average length of stay increased by 8.1 percent to 57.2 days while the number of
men served remained basically the same, with 0.9 percent increase over the previous year.
Overall, the average length of homeless for all three populations is 57.6 days, or
approximately 2 months. The length of time increased slightly for the domestic violence
women's shelter to 20 days.

Drinking Places. Where People Drink and Why

Granted city status in 1911, Stoke-on-Trent is the sum of six distinct towns, Stoke- upon-
Trent, Burslem, Tunstall, Fenton, Longton and Hanley, Together with the nearby, but
administratively separate borough of Newcastle-under-Lyme, with its population of 110,000,
the area has traditionally been called ‘the Potteries’ and is the eleventh largest conurbation in
the UK. Known throughout the world for the production of ceramics, the city experienced
high levels of poverty, ill-health and physical scarring associated with the worst impacts of
the industrial revolution and over the past thirty years global economic restructuring led to
dramatic de-industrialisation, factory closures, unemployment and dereliction. In this part of
the report we brie?y show the ways in which alcohol has been bound up with the profound
economic and cultural changes that have affected the city of Stoke-on-Trent and its people.

Along with other cities in the UK, Stoke-on-Trent grew rapidly during the late eighteenth and
carly nineteenth century. However, the domination of the city by the ceramics industry and
the fragmented nature of the distinct Potteries towns have had a legacy arguably unlike that of
any other city in the country. Due to the nature of the ceramics production the city has never
had a large representation of middle-class or ethnically diverse residents — capital was tied up
in the production process and there was little need for signi? cant administrative, ?nancial,
banking institutions or retail infrastructure because goods were exported around the world but
people did not come in signi?cant numbers to the city to purchase ceramic products.
Moreover, the spatial con? guration of the city has ensured that there has never been a
dominant city centre. Prior to uni?cation in 1911, for example, each of the Potteries towns
had developed its own cinemas, shopping streets and squares, markets, town halls, political
structures and infrastructure for utilities provision. Each town also developed a signi?cant
number of venues selling alcohol, and a reputation for rowdy, alcohol fuelled nights out.
While Hanley eventually edged ahead of the other towns and was of? cially designated as the
‘city centre’, the combination of the dominant working- class production and consumption
cultures with the dispersed spatial con?guration has ensured that the social geographies of
alcohol consumption have unfolded in particular ways.

Described as the ‘alcohol-drenched potteries’ (Edwards 1997: 25), drunkenness, alcohol
related disorder and related social problems have always been a prominent element of
political debate and everyday life in the city. The late cighteenth century saw a rapid rise in
the number of places to buy alcohol. For example, in 1850 there were over 800 alcohol outlets
and in 1857 a magistrate concluded that between 80-90 per cent of ail crimes were related to
drink (despite relatively low levels of actual arrests for drink related crimes). In 1896 the
number of venues had increased to 1,500.

Unlike elsewhere in the UK, the Temperance Movement in the Potteries was small,
fragmented and only had limited success in in?uencing local politics and social life. One of
the key issues relating to the relative failings of the temperance movements was the lack of a
dominant middle class and reformist agenda, but also the weakness of paternalistic activity
amongst local industrialists, the local authority, the church and other bodies. The pottery
owners and other local industrialists were slow to end practices such as paying workers in
pubs, stamping down on absenteeism and on-the-job drinking. Similarly, public debates at the
time represented an understanding that the very poor quality of health and worklife for
workers in the potteries and associated social problems were so acute that drinking was




pethaps an understandable response to the living conditions in the city. Indeed, political
ineffectuality, poor working conditions, low pay, unpaid holidays, and the availability of
cheap alcohol ensured that rowdy and drunken behaviour dominated the city’s street culture.
Moreover, the leisure opportunities for the population of Stoke-on-Trent wete
overwhelmingly dominated by excessive drinking, which perhaps explains the wide-held
attitude of ‘a picturesque, muscular, breezy old chap, a packer, at Powell’s potbank, who,
when asked why he regularly got drunk on the weekend, answered that it would not be
weekend if he did not get drunk” (The Evening Sentinel, 1978).

In 1896 a report in The Evening Sentinel suggests that while Hanley had begun to dominate
the drinking landscape of the Potteries, each of the Potteries towns had a thriving number of
drinking venues ~ ‘The state of crown bank, Hanley was, after dark a scandal and a disgrace.
The spirit vaults which thickly stud the border of the square were nightly filled with most
abandoned characters — whose discordant shouts, obscene gestures and brutal violence often
made the place a perfect pandemonium’.

Alongside this depiction of alcohol related disorder are contemporary accounts of the ‘The
Monkey Run’, a circuit walk of central Hanley streets by thousands of people that took place
around the theatres, cinema and the concentration of pubs on Friday and Saturday nights. The
monkey run offered (mainly) young people the opportunity to promenade around the city
centre, enjoying the crowds, and the chance to “see and be seen’. This turn of the century ‘pub
crawl” bound up with depictions of a night- time economy dominated by drunken disorder
and violence has obvious resonances with contemporary concerns.

From its heyday in the 1900s, the ceramic industry and the city itself have struggled to be
competitive, and the Potteries towns have been in a steady decline since that time. However,
despite a fall in the number of alcohol venues throughout the city excessive and public
drinking has continued to be a dominating feature. Although relatively slow to respond to the
recent rapid and dramatic economic and social change associated with de-industrialisation,
‘Stoke-on-Trent has, over the past decade, embarked on a range of attempts to undertake
regeneration and instigate economic development strategies. Throughout the conurbation
urban regeneration programmes have led to the reclamation of derelict and contaminated land
and the proliferation of out-of-town retail and business parks. While the majority of the
Potteries towns have lost much of their vitality (and the associated busy night-time activity
and rowdy drinking), the city centre (Hanley) and Newcastle-under-Lyme have managed to
maintain healthy numbers of pubs, bars and clubs. Moreover, in seeking to reinvent the
economic and cultural life of the city, the promotion of the night-time economy has led to a
proliferation of drinking venues in both the city centre and Newecastle-under-Lyme over the
past five years, and issues and problems with an historical resonance have come to the fore.

Discurso de Eduardo Dato en las Cortes espafiolas

El Gobierno de Su Majestad, respondiendo a la cortés invitacién de Ia minoria de conjuncion
republicano-socialista, tiene una verdadera satisfaccion al manifestar ante el Congreso que
persevera en la actitud de neutralidad que, con ardoroso aplauso del pais, adoptd desde el
momento en que le fue conocida la declaracion de guerra entre naciones con todas las cuales
las relaciones eran de una sincera y leal amistad.

Conde de Romanones, «Hay neutralidades que matany»

Desde el primer instante en que surgié el conflicto europeo, tantas veces temido, por tan
pocos creido, la opinién mas generalizada en Espaiia, preciso es reconocerlo, ha sido que
nuestra unica, segura salvacion, se halla en proclamar vy mantener la neutralidad més absoluta:
por eso se exigié que el Gobierno, que Jos hombres en quienes habian recaido anteriormente
las responsabilidades del Poder, declararan si existian o no pactos ¢ compromisos secretos y
firmes que obligaran a Espafia con otras potencias.

La contestacion fue precisa y terminante, y con ella, y con la declaracién de la Gaceta de la
neutralidad de Espafla qued6é la opinion tranquila; nos creiamos desde aquel instante
completamente inmunes y nos hallamos dispuestos a presenciar la tremenda, apocaliptica
lucha, con emocién, si, pero con aquella serenidad que da contemplar el peligro desde sitio
seguro.

Al transcurrir los dias, la tranquilidad ha aumentado; llegan los optimistas, confiados en la
neutralidad, a augurar para nosotros, como resultado del conflicto, dias de ventura,
prosperidad y engrandecimiento. jQuiera el cielo escucharos! Pero por si acaso no les atiende,
conviene analizar cudl es la esencia de esa medicina prodigiosa que se llama neutralidad.
Neutralidad, literalmente, expresa no ser de uno ni de otro. ;Es que Espafia, en realidad, no es
ni de uno ni de otro? ;Es que puede dejar de ser de uno o de otro? Espatfia, en verdad, no ha
contraido compromiso con ninguna nacién bajo el aspecto ofensivo o defensivo; pero el
hecho es que Espafia determiné su actitud en el Mediterrineo con Inglaterra, primero, y con
Francia, después, en las notas cambiadas en Cartagena’; Espafia firmé con Francia
recientemente un tratado respecto a Marruecos®, que obliga a una y otra parte a una accion
solidaria; Espafia es frontetiza por el Pirineo; por todo su litoral, en realidad, con Inglaterra,
duefia del mar, y por el Oeste, con Portugal, protegida y compenetrada con Inglaterra.

Bajo el aspecto econdmico, Francia ocupa el primer lugar en nuestro mercado de exportacion
¢ importacion; el ahorro francés estd empleado en Espafia en miltiples empresas: siguenle en
importancia Inglaterra y después Bélgica, ocupando el cuarto lugar Alemania, que muy
recientemente se ha ocupado de Espatfia solo para quitar el mercado industrial a Inglaterra.
Espafia, pues, aunque se proclame otra cosa desde la Gacera, ests, por fatalidades
economicas y geograficas, dentro de la 6rbita de atracciéon de la Triple Inteligencia; el
asegurar lo contrario es cerrar los ojos a la evidencia; Espafia, ademads, no puede ser neutral
porque, llegado el momento decisivo, la obligarén a dejar de setlo.

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La neutralidad que no se apoya en la propia fuerza estd a merced del primero que, siendo
fuerte, necesite violarla; no es la hora oportuna para hablar de 1a indefension en que se hallan
Espaila, Baleares, Canarias, Las Rias Bajas y las Altas Rias de Galicia, si pudieran hablar, si
les fuera dable posible quejarse jqué cosas dirian! jqué tremendas imprecaciones habriamos
de escuchar! Cualquiera de los beligerantes que necesite de estos puntos, ;quién le impedird
ocuparlos? Y entonces sucederd que los llamamientos y protestas del débil neutral por nadie
seran escuchados, y quedaremos a merced de los acontecimientos, sin tener a quien volver la
vista ni pedir amparo en la hora de la suprema angustia.
La hora es decisiva; hay que tener el valor de las responsabilidades ante los pueblos y ante la

DOCUMENT 4
Vicente Blasco Ibafiez, panfleto contra el rey de Espafia

Alfonso XIII fue germandfilo, como su madre y toda su corte. No creyd hasta el
momento en el triunfo de los aliados, pero como era vecino de Francia, no quiso tampoco
mostrarse enemigo de ellos.

Para favorecer la politica germandfila buscé antes una coartada, y ésta fue la oficina que
monto en su palacio para el canje de prisioneros. Unas mesas y unos cuantos empleados le
sirvieron para darse aires de rey providencial y benéfico, haciendo en pequefio y con enormes
anuncios lo que hicieron con menos ruido y mas intensamente la Cruz Roja y otras sociedades
benéficas de Suiza.

Mas en fin, si se hubiese limitado a esto, meteceria elogios, aunque no tan exagerados
como los que le tributaron sus aduladores. Gracias a su intervencion hubo prisioneros
franceses y belgas que regresaron a sus casas, como también los hubo alemanes y austriacos
que volvieron a las suyas. Pero al mismo tiempo que el rey de Espafia se preocupaba en
publico de tales canjes, favorecia del modo més descarado e insistente las operaciones navales
alemanas en las costas de Espaiia.

Durante tres afios, los submarinos alemanes se avituallaron en los puertos espaiioles del
modo més cinico. En la desembocadura del Ebro, junto a Tortosa, ciertos puertos antiguos y
abandonados, que sélo sirven de refugio a barcos de pescadores, fueron empleados como
lugar de descanso por submarinos de Alemania. Un personaje aleman, el barén de Rolland,
-actuaba en Barcelona con el mayor descaro de proveedor de esencia para estos buques.
Ademds, tenia a sus Ordenes una partida de malhechores para aterrorizar a los que
denunciaban sus manejos. Un comisatio de policia llamado Bravo Portillo, que después fue
asesinado en Barcelona, se valia de su empleo oficial para averiguar la salida de los vapores
aliados v denunciarla al tal barén. Este, a su vez, daba aviso a los submarinos por medio de
varias instalaciones de telégrafo sin hilos que funcionaban con entera libertad.

Alfonso XIIT se ocupé aparentemente de canjear franceses e ingleses por alemanes y
austriacos, pero estos prisioneros eran seres vivos. Lo terrible es que al mismo tiempo produjo
centenares de muertos dejando actuar con toda libertad a los submarinos alemanes. Rara fue la
semana en que no torpedearon éstos, dentro de las aguas espaiiolas, alguna vez a la vista de la
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gente agolpada en la costa, buques franceses e ingleses, dedicados al comercio, y hasta
vapores correo que iban a Argelia o venian de ella.

Buscaban los buques ¢l amparo de las costas de Espaiia, fiados en las palabras de la
monarquia espafiola, creyendo que su rey defenderia la neutralidad de sus aguas, y
precisamente al hacer esto se lanzaban en pleno peligro, pues los submarinos tenfan sus bases
en los puertos pequefios de la costa y contaban con numerosos agentes en las principales

-ciudades del litoral, los cuales trabajaban tolerados y ayudados por bajos personajes de la
policia.

Una vez se dio el caso de que los viajeros del tren correo entre Valencia y Barcelona,
cuya via se desarrolla a lo largo de la costa, pudieron contemplar desde sus vagones, en las
primeras horas de la tarde, como un submarino aleméan atacaba a un vapor aliado cerca de la
orilla, a la vista de todos.

El dulce y poético Mediterraneo arrojaba todas las semanas a sus orillas numerosos
caddveres y pedazos de buques rotos por la explosion de los torpedos. Yo tengo a orilla del
mar, cerca de Valencia, una casa llamada Malvarrosa. Mientras estuve en Paris los cinco afios
de la guerra haciendo propaganda en favor de los aliados, mis amigos me escribieron
repetidas veces ddndome cuenta de los terribles hallazgos con que les sotprendia el mar
algunas mafianas. Sobre la arena de la playa, junto a la escalinata de mi casa, aparecieron
repetidas veces caddveres hinchados por una larga permanencia en el mar, pobres cuerpos
desfigurados por las mordeduras de los peces o la violencia de Ia explosion, mujeres y nifios
que venian como pasajeros en buques procedentes de Argelia, tripulantes de vapores aliados
que transportaban articulos de comercio o primeras materias para la guerra. Todos habian ido
hacia la muerte, fiando en la neutralidad, ya que no en la lealtad de un rey que se titulaba
francofilo en compaiiia de «la canallax.

« Gli ultimi decenni hanno visto una straordinaria fioritura di Storie d Italia, di Storie degli -

italiani, e perfino una molta interessante Antistoria d’Italia. E forse utile spiegare - cercare di
spiegare il perché di questa proliferazione.

Mi sembra si possa dire che all’origine di tutte queste opere ¢’¢ un comune proposito:
chiarire in cosa consiste la “nazione” italiana. Una questione pit che motivata, poiché — dopo il
fallimento dell’ondata nazionalistica del ventennio fascista — era logico chiedersi cosa restasse della
“nazione” italiana e quale ne fosse il significato. Una domanda giusta alla quale si & risposto in pilt
modi. Per esempio, riprendendo indirettamente il tema crociano dell’'impossibilita di una storia
d’Italia prima del 1861 e giungendo pertanto alla presentazione delle storie dei vari stati regionali (e
locali). Ma in tal modo, quale che sia I’indiscusso valore delle singole opere, il senso
dell’evoluzione storica dell’Italia sfugge totalmente proprio perche una storia d’Italia non pud
essere una storia di Venezia, piti una storia di Firenze, piti una storia della Sicilia. ..

Né si puo dire che trattando della storia degli italiani in luogo della storia d’Italia si sia
semplificato il problema di base, sapere cioé in cosa & consistito i processo storico del nostro paese.
E questo perché, in fondo, malgrado le buone intenzioni mnovative, si ricade sempre in forme
(nascoste) di tradizionali storie d’Italia.

Aleuni storici, infine, abbandonato il concetto di “nazione” — per motivi che si indicheranno
in seguito — si sono dedicati maggiormente al “paese”, cioé ai caratteri originali, alle strutture
profonde. Si ¢ italiani perché nel paese chiamato Italia si & sviluppata una storia fondata su talune
comunanze: le forme di fede religiosa, o di superstizione, un certo rapporto tra lingua e dialetti, la
creazione di taluni generi letterari (la novella, per esempio), I'uso di taluni prodotti alimentari, una
determinata specificiti nei rapporti familiari e cosi via. Ma, certo, da questa ricerca non poteva
scaturire la storia unitaria di un “paese” cosi complesso e variegato. Sono emerse quindi delle nette
diversita, anche se meno gravi (o che, almeno, possono essere percepite come tali) di quelle che
appaiono se ci si preoccupa di trattare il tema come “nazionale”. Il che- diciamolo subito — & una
falsa preoccupazione, perché il concetto di nazione, nell’accezione moderna con cui viene
comunemente inteso, € giovane: del secolo XVIIL Sono stati gli storici del secolo successivo a
voler trovare nella storia del loro paese una “nazione” in tempi lontanissimi. Quando, per esempio,
Georges Duby afferma che la nazione francese nasce nel 987, si tratta chiaramente di una pura
invenzione letteraria... (...) ».

« Avete presente — una volta si chiamava rapis roulant — il nastro trasportatore dei bagagl
all’aeroporto? Mi figuro il viaggio delle memorie molto simile a quello. Proprio come valigie ¢
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borse, le memorie di un popolo vengono caricate dagli addetti, messe in movimento e poi
spariscono per tunnel misteriosi, ricompaiono, compiono tratti diritti, traiettorie e curve visibili o
segrete: magari — se non le afferriamo al volo — tornano a sparire, per riaffiorare in un altro punto,
dove qualcuno ne anticipa la riapparizione e altri, meno esperti, non se le aspettano... Adopero
questo paragone perché le memorie di cui in quest’opera ci siamo voluti occupare hanno anch’esse
compiuto un viaggio — talvolta anche un lungo viaggio — che, muovendo da punti di partenza
differenti, le ha riunite e associate nel bagagliaio dello stesso aereo, per pot magari suddividerst,
prendere direzioni diverse o rifarsi — da gruppo riconoscibile -- separate ¢ private.

Abbiamo lavorato — chiamando a cooperare molti fra i piu accreditati specialisti — sul
patrimonio di memorie del popolo italiano. Quali i punti di condensazione della memoria, ovvero i
luoghi, che non vanno intesi in senso materiale? All’interno di quale periodizzazione ? E,
nell’insieme, quanti? Erano queste le prime scelte da compiere per ricostruire un’attendibile mappa
dei paesaggi mentali e dei punti di orientamento. Abbiamo stabilito di partire dal Risorgimento,
cio¢ di selezionare quegli eventi e personaggi, quelle situazioni e date canoniche dell’Otto e
Novecento, che si sono venuti affermando come luoghi della memoria e sono stati attivi lungo il
corso dei centocinquant’anni di vita unitaria: con percorsi e tempi di persistenza che solo in alcuni
casl appaiono ugualmente vitali dall’inizio alla fine; in altri prendono il via dopo o si esauriscono
prima.

Naturalmente, ’idea che esistesse un territorio chiamato Kalia viene da molto piu lontano. E
proprio questo senso che I'Italia ¢ esistita e esiste — anche per tutti i secoli in cui manca invece uno
Stato italiano - che costituisce il presupposto dell’unificazione politica in une Stato nazionale per
